A bigger Wal-Mart for Aurora
Even bigger than originally

planned, Wal-Mart is coming to
Aurora.

Aurora Council made that deci-

sion unanimously at a public 
planning meeting held Wednesday
night.

It was not a case of whether a

Wal-Mart was coming to Aurora as
that had previously been decided,
but whether it would be a large 
format store to replace the two box

stores previously approved, includ-
ing a food store.

The original proposal for the
shopping centre at Wellington
Street East and Highway 404
included a Wal-Mart and a food
store plus other smaller retail 
outlets but this was changed to
include a food store inside 
Wal-Mart.

In 2005, council approved an
official plan amendment which
designated the 55-acre property as
Business Park - Regional 
Commercial Centre.

The development is to be
known as the Aurora Business
Park Gateway Centre.

The zoning bylaw as approved
by council in 2005 permitted one
department store of up to a maxi-
mum of 132,604 square feet and
one supermarket with a maximum
of 114,000 square feet.

The bylaw also allowed a mem-
bership club and a building supply
outlet.

A revised application was 
submitted for a large format 
Wal-Mart which would include an
expanded range of foods not 
currently allowed in the 
department store bylaw.

The application asks an 
amendment to the zoning bylaw to
permit a 219,504 square foot store
which would exceed the current
limit by 86,900 square feet, and
which would be less than the com-
bined area of the two stores 
currently permitted on the lands.

A public meeting was held in
April last year and staff advised at
that time they were unable to final-
ize a position as the proposed site
plan of the large format store had
not met the business park urban
design policies.

There were objections from the
public about the impact of the pro-
posed plan on the downtown core,
the size of the proposal with its
large parking lot at the gateway to

Horse Show could
move...temporarily

The thought of holding this
year’s Aurora Horse Show in
King Township was too much for
Aurora Council last week.

But before a final decision is
made staff members will obtain
a response from officials of the
Trillium Horse Show Association
located at Joker's Hill in King
Township.

The Aurora Horse Show, cur-
rently sponsored by the Aurora
Agricultural Society, has been a
fixture in Aurora since 1922
when it was held on the Jarvis
family farm known as Hazelburn
in south Aurora before it moved
to the Town Park where it lived
until 1970.

During 1970, members of the

Agricultural Society helped to
lay tiles in Machell Park to
serve as the future home for the
Aurora Horse Show starting in
1971.

Last year the Society
reached a crossroads due to a
lack of volunteers and a change
in government policy regarding

Rezoning application
accepted by planners

Timothy Boland and Erin
Farrell have submitted a rezon-
ing application to include busi-
ness and professional offices
as an additional independent
permitted use on Industrial
Parkway North land opposite
the Leisure Complex.

The parcel of land covers
nearly two acres.

The official plan for the area
allows such uses as manufac-
turing, assembly, warehousing,
automotive repair, printing

establishments and business
and professional offices,
excluding medical offices, but
they are not included in the
zoning bylaw.

Town staff members advise
they have no objection to the
application since, in their opin-
ion, it conforms to the official
plan.

A public planning meeting
was held last week and there
were no members of the public
in attendance in support or

opposition to the application,
however, two letters were
received.

EnviroCar Paint and
Collision Services is located
immediately north of the sub-
ject property, and the owners
questioned the advisability of
locating business and profes-
sional offices next to an exist-
ing auto body repair facility.

Noise and traffic activity
could be irritating to a profes-
sional office and its clientele,
and concern was expressed
about future complaints, the
letter noted.

A letter was also received
from a resident of Walton
Drive, west of the site, who
expressed concern about the
possible height of the building
as a tall building would over-
look the backyards on Walton
Drive infringing on the resi-
dents' privacy.

Following a presentation by
town planner Andrew Hayden,
Gary Templeton, representing
the applicant, said he had
nothing to add to the presenta-
tion and would answer any
questions.

In response to a question
about the height of the build-
ing, Templeton replied that the

building could be built to five
storeys in accordance with the
bylaw but with the CN tracks in
between the properties and a
high berm to the rear of the
Walton Drive properties, the
building may not likely be visi-
ble.

In response to a question
about potential noise from the
auto body shop, staff replied
that Ministry of Environmental
guidelines note professional
and business offices were not
considered a sensitive use
such as a school or residential
area.

Council approved the appli-
cation in principle subject to
resolution of any outstanding
issues.

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Irked by three items
in procedural bylaw

There are rules and regulations,
As to how a meeting should be run;

They are not always followed,
Causing the press to have some fun!

- Poor Richard's Scrapbook  

One of the more important rules by which a coun-
cil meeting is conducted is the rules of procedure or
the procedural bylaw.

The bylaw is designed to control the conduct of
council members and to ensure the affairs of the
municipality are administered.

The procedural bylaw is not usually controversial
but Aurora likes to be different and since January,
2004, it has been a controversial issue and is not set-
tled yet. But there is light at the end of the tunnel.

After several meetings in which the bylaw was dis-
sected section by section general agreement was
reached on most sections with a couple still to be
clarified prior to the bylaw being adopted.

Prior to adoption, 14 days’ notice must be given
and it is possible some members of the public may
have some comments to make, which may result in
more debate.

There are at least three sections I have problems
with and they are “Calling Items for Discussion”,
“Reporting from Closed Meetings” and “Open Forum”.

Council holds two council and two general commit-
tee meetings per month and as all members sit on the
general committee, it is just like a council meeting but
a little less formal.

The chairperson rotates among the members of
council.

Agenda items are fully discussed at general com-
mittee meetings and a vote taken with the committee
report coming to the next council meeting for ratifica-
tion and action as necessary.

When the committee report comes to council sev-
eral items are normally lifted for further discussion,
even though a full discussion took place at committee
and a decision taken and the issued is rehashed, but
this time in front of the TV cameras.

If it was a case of introducing new information, fur-
ther discussion would be beneficial, but the proposed
bylaw also allows for a commentary, an amendment
or to ask questions, which should have been asked at
the general committee meeting.

This results in duplication and is a waste of time.
Why not have council meetings all the time and

forget about the general committee?
I have no problems with closed meetings of coun-

cil to discuss certain issues. After all, I co-chaired a
joint provincial/municipal committee for about 18
months back in the 1980s, which recommended the
issues that could be dealt with in a closed meeting.

My beef is the way in which an issue is reported in
open council of what was discussed in the closed
session.

Sometimes there is no report.
If a report is made, it is the final decision only

without any background information as to why or how
the decision was made.

It was in March, 1972, when council of the day
adopted an Open Forum policy which was presented
by Councillor Jack Williamson after he picked up the
idea at a municipal convention.

At that time Open Forum enabled a citizen to
attend a council meeting to ask questions or make
comments, complaints or suggestions for 20 minutes
prior to the regularly scheduled council meeting with-
out going through the formality of registering as a
delegate.

Open Forum was not considered part of the coun-
cil meeting and a record wasn't kept or action taken
unless a member of council reintroduced the item
under “Other Business”.

Now Open Forum is considered part of the formal
order of business and a record is kept in the minutes
similar to citizens requesting delegation status.

As a compromise, retain Open Forum as part of
the formal meeting and record the comments, etc. in
the minutes but take no action unless a member of
council raises the item and requests that it be placed
on the agenda.

Open Forum was meant to be informal and it
should be kept that way.

ED. NOTE: When Leslie Oliver was honoured by the
Aurora Historical Society recently, he presented the above
photograph of former Auroran and Canadian Prime Minister
Lester B. Pearson talking with Aurora’s Ernest Clarke.
Making the presentation to Mr. Oliver is society president
Helen Roberts, inset. After the presentation was made, Mr.
Oliver made the following comments:

“For my part, I have a story to tell, one which few in this room
will have any knowledge of. And those who do would be hard
pressed to elaborate the story line, spelling out its meaning and
significance for this organization, and its way ahead.

I want to talk for a moment about the Society's founding god-
father, Ernest H. Clarke.

Ernest Clarke was, indeed, the godfather of this organization,
the one who sponsored the newborn and assumed responsibil-
ity for its faith. He was a man treated with deference and respect
by all who knew him and his good works.

My story centres on the picture you see before you. The
image is that of two men, both larger than life individuals, judging
from the footprints they left behind.

The well-known profile on the right is that of Lester B.
Pearson, an Auroran, who went on to become prime minister of
Canada, a member of the United Nations and a Nobel prize win-
ner - based on the sheer power of his ideas about a new human-
ity, one he thought to be possible for the 20th century.

The gentleman on the left is Ernest H. Clarke, another
Auroran, who, while less well known on the national scene, non-
theless went on to shape the intellectual and cultural life of this
community, including sponsoring and mentoring this Society.

It has been said that, starting in the early 20th century with
the invention of photography and its widespread popularized dis-
semination, that Western Society became a world of "visual
images, of signs and of symbols - in short a hieroglyphics civi-
lization".

Photographs would quickly become, in their own right, the
quintessential cultural icons of the 20th Century, for they would
tell the stories of their life and times of enormous cultural value -
often difficult to put into words.

So it is that this photograph tells of life and times of Ernest
Clarke, consummate Edwardian gentleman, intellectual commu-
nity leader, and churchman.

He would first come into my life as a school child in the 1930s
and 40s, and later as young man in the 1950s. For it was a
momentous period, one that would produce a new kind of mid-
20th Century "social order", spawning new ideals, ideologies and
ideas, which would reshape their times in many new ways.

Well educated, erudite, and a consummate communicator,
he came across to me as a man of immense humanity with
understandings of community and of community cultural needs,
which I judged to be well in advance of most.

The picture tells of a life-long friendship between two men,
both community leaders and intellectual giants of their times,
each in his own right. Both lived in Aurora, although Lester only
briefly.

Both went to Victoria College, University of Toronto, an elite
learning institution of its time. It was an institution that would fos-
ter Methodist thought, with its dominant values and the hopes
held for a new human maturity, for the 20th century.

Both men, as "soul mates", shared a common set of ideals
and ideas, borne of Methodist thought; both were capable of
seeing the world in its larger framework, dealing with its big ideas
- thinking globally and acting locally.

We all know where Lester's ideals and ideas took him - to
national and internal prominence as advocate for a new human-
ity for his times.

But my story is much more about the good works of Ernest
Clarke, as local advocate, activist and ethicist, and as
spokesman for a new kind of community wellbeing he thought to

be possible in Aurora.
The image before us tells of a few quiet moments together

spent by these two elder statesmen. It tells, too, of the significant
role played by the organized church in the lives of both men.
Lester, as a recognized churchman, had been invited to preach
as a layman, in the same pulpit his father used as pastor, many
years before.

The occasion portrayed here was a celebration of the 150th
anniversary of the Aurora United Church, Sunday, November 3,
1968, some 40 years ago.

It tells, too, of a period in our community life in which the
church was seen by many as still the principal launching platform
for positive cultural and social community change.

But the picture also tells of many other things. It tells, for exam-
ple, of a newly emerging technology, color photography, and its
early dissemination as a "craft form".

It tells much about the pioneer work of Howard Oliver and his
lifelong interest in photography as an artistic form of expression.
For this image was painstakingly produced in his own photo color
lab, without the aid of sophisticated processing. It was the prod-
uct of much trial and error, guided by his artistry of practice.

A candid picture, of two kindred souls, taken a couple of years
before both men would die, it reveals the immense humanity of
both, their sense of deep friendship and intellectual respect.

Their expressions caught here, in an instant, suggest much of
what their work had been. It was a moment in community life and
in the lives of these two leaders, when history seemed to stand
still.

But most important, the picture tells of the work of Ernest
Clarke, this Society's founding godfather.

For beyond the church, the traditionally recognized centre for
community social and cultural life, he began to see that other

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Over the past few weeks I have been waxing poetically and
eloquently (well, at least it seems to me) about taxes, budgets
and government spending.

But, I do have a secret.
When it comes to staying on a budget, I am not very good at

it.
It really is a case of, "Do as I say, not as I do!"
When my wife gives me a grocery list that contains three

items and the bill should come in at under ten dollars, I invariably
come back with five bags of goods and a receipt for 75 dollars.

When she questions the reasons for my extemporaneous
spending, as she usually does, I offer two explanations.

My first response is usually along the line, "You were the one
who sent me, so don't complain, you can always go yourself next
time".

Quick note to all would-be husbands out there - this one does
not seem to go over particularly well at the homestead.

I then, using my rudimentary knowledge of construction and
project management, merely state that there were various
"change orders" that couldn't be helped.

It also doesn't hurt that I put away the eight different boxes of
cereal before my wife can see them.

But all this pales in comparison to my budgetary escapades
and fiscal shenanigans surrounding my backyard hockey rink.

Julie told me that I was "on my own" with respect to the rink
and that I would be responsible for the continued maintenance
and general upkeep of it. She wasn't going to be "caught dead"
at midnight flooding the rink.

Thinking about the way she said this brings back those fond
memories of my Dad telling me that I could have a puppy, but
only if I would be "responsible for it". I never did get that dog.
Maybe there was a lesson to be learned there somewhere. But
I digress.

Never mind that Aurorans are well served by the Machell
Park rink. I wanted a rink for my three-year-old.

I wanted to be like Walter - Wayne Gretzky's dad, that is. I had
visions of watching Ryan from the warm comforts of my kitchen
while he did endless skating drills.

So, like any other businessman, before proceeding with the
project, I drafted a business plan that contained a detailed con-
struction budget. I vowed that I would keep the  "change orders"
to a minimum.

So, last December, before the weather turned, I began to
'stake out' the outline for my back yard rink.

Problem was that the wood was a year old from a previously
aborted attempt at building the boards for the rink. The wood
cracked and sometimes split in two. I therefore had to use about
three times more wood and nails than I originally budgeted.

Once the stakes were hammered into the ground, I then
placed the tarp down.That did not go too badly; it only took about
eight hours. Directions on the package said it should take 15
minutes. The directions were obviously wrong.

But the biggest problem is that the backyard is not level; there
is a considerable drop off from the back of my house to the
fence-line. Therefore, one should ensure that the top portion of
the wood stakes protrude at least 15 inches on the low side of
the yard so that when the rink is filled with water, one side of the
rink will be five inches thick and the other side would be about
ten inches or so deep. I was hoping for a level playing surface.

The operative words from the above paragraph being "should
ensure".

Much to my consternation - when it did get cold out and I
began filling the rink up, two things happened.

One, the water would not stay in parts of the rink because the
wood stakes were not high enough, and second, the water
poured over the side because some of the wood stakes broke
apart because of the pressure and weight of the water.

An abject apology to my neighbours who may have heard
some rather rank language emanating from my backyard in mid
January as I tried, unsuccessfully, to stop the water from flowing
over the sides of the rink. I felt like the little boy in the dyke story.

As a result I now have two ice rinks. I tell Julie the unintend-
ed one is for those who wish to practice figure skating.

Finally, after completing a smaller than anticipated rink, I then
proceeded to paint blue lines, red lines, circles, and hash marks
on the ice. Doesn't look too shabby if I may say so; only took 34
coats of paint to get it done.

For my own protection, I won't reveal here the capital cost or
the water bills for my rink; it is a little bit frosty at this time of year
to be banished to the backyard shed (and it still has no heating
or TSN or the Golf Channel).

But I will tell you that, in comparison to my endeavour, the
project manager for the Olympic Stadium in Montreal did a truly
magnificent job.

Time for another look at this intersection
To the editor,

How many motorists are
confused by the multi-way
stop signs at Murray Drive and
the rear entrance to the
Aurora Shopping Centre?

While Aurora is plagued
with multi-way stop intersec-
tions, this one is unique
because instead of four lanes

of traffic in all directions, there
are six.

Murray Drive, both east-
bound and westbound, has
two left-turn lanes, one to the
shopping centre and one to
Mosaics Avenue.

How many times have you
watched motorists sit there
not knowing whose turn it
was?

How many times have you
watched two or three cars
move at once?

There have been letters
prior to this one in The
Auroran about this intersec-
tion, but no one seems to be
paying much attention to it.

Aurora staff, who insisted
on retaining the road to the
south end of the expanded No

Frills supermarket, couldn’t be
convinced it was unnecessary,
even though it was closed for
several months while the con-
struction continued.

Motorists got used to it not
being there.

Had it not been rebuilt, only
people using the rear of the
plaza would need to use that
entrance, and the all-way stop

would not be necessary.
And four-way stops should

only be used if the intersection
is almost busy enough to war-
rant traffic lights.

The only intersection in
town that comes close to
meeting those warrants for
traffic lights right now is
Murray and Kennedy.

Meanwhile, the main

entrance to the Aurora
Shopping Centre on the north
and Winners/Canadian Tire
on the south, is the one that
needs some help.

The south entrance off
Murray, with its right-in, right-
out, restriction, should be dis-
mantled and rebuilt as a full-
fledged intersection, com-
plete with traffic lights.

The argument against
that, of course, is the light
would be too close to Yonge
and Murray, thereby causing
a possible gridlock.

But there are lights along
Davis Drive in Newmarket
that are a lot closer to each
other than these would be.

And since traffic lights are
all computer-driven it should
be simple to synchronize
them to keep traffic moving.

There should be some
noise coming from the own-
ers of the plazas in question,
since an easier flow of traffic
might keep some people in
the neighbourhood, rather
than forcing them north or
south of Aurora to spend their
money.

Aurora Resthaven is ready
with petition for MPP Sorbara

It's about time to provide the
funding in the upcoming provin-
cial budget to begin 
providing all-long term care res-
idents with access to the same
standards of privacy and digni-
ty.

This is the message 
residents, families and others at
Aurora Resthaven will be ask-
ing Vaughan-King-Aurora MPP
Greg Sorbara to deliver on their
behalf to government over the
next three weeks.

Resthaven is circulating a
petition to be delivered to
Sorbara asking that it be 
presented when the Legislature
resumes sitting March 19.

The petition asks govern-
ment to fund 30 more minutes
of care for each resident and
address food and other 
funding pressures in all long-
term care homes by increasing
operating funding.

It also asks government to
begin eliminating three and
four-bed wards by introducing a
capital renewal and retrofit pro-
gram for older homes starting
with committing $9.5 million this
year to renew the first 2,500 of
the 35,000 beds.

"Our staff now have less
than 10 minutes to get a 
resident up, dressed, to the

bathroom and to the dining
room for breakfast," said 
Edith Schultz, Resthaven
Administrator. "We need more
funding for more staff so that we
are not rushing just to provide
the essentials and residents
don't have to wait to get 
the daily care and 
support they need."

Residents, family members,
homes, staff and others made
pleas for the government to
address care levels and the
double standard in long term
care accommodations during
the recent public hearings on
the new Long Term Care
Homes Act (Bill 140).

"Government kept indicating
that these were budget, and not
legislation, issues," said Karen
Sullivan, Executive Director of

the Ontario Long Term Care
Association, which represents
Resthaven. "Residents, families
and others are now looking to
the upcoming budget for gov-
ernment to respond to their
pleas."

Ms Sullivan noted that the
increased operating funding
would raise average care levels
in Ontario's long term care
homes to three hours per 
resident per day, based on actu-
al hours worked, and bring
Ontario in line with other 
jurisdictions.

A capital renewal and 
retrofit program for older homes
will ensure privacy and dignity
for all residents and 
provide the required plan for the
future of older homes in the
wake of limited term licensing

provisions of Bill 140.

Klees announces
plan for autistic kids

Oak Ridges MPP
Frank Klees, the PC
Education Critic recently
joined with PC Opposition
Leader John Tory in
announcing a plan to help
children with autism.

Klees, an Aurora resi-
dent, said currently par-
ents of more than 1,200
children under the age of
six with autism were feel-
ing abandoned as the
children languished on a
growing waiting list for
vital treatments.

The PC Party Autism
Policy which would cost
an additional $75 million
annually would be imple-
mented after the October
election, he said.

The plan includes sev-
eral elements such as
clearing the waiting list
for children, under six,
with autism and stream-
lining support for children
with autism by increasing
direct funding options.

The plan also includes
partnering with educa-
tors, school boards and
child support workers to
ensure that upon reach-
ing school age, children
with autism have the sup-
port they need.

Klees has been active-
ly advocating on behalf of
autistic children and their
parents as Education
Critic and played a key
role in developing the
plan.

In the Legislature in
2005, he questioned the
Education Minister as to
how he could justify con-
tinuing to make multi-mil-
lion dollar spending
announcements and con-
tinue to ignore the needs
of autistic children.

He pointed out that not
only was the Minister
refusing to honour the
Premier's written guaran-
tee to provide funding for

autistic children over six,
but the government was
dragging the parents
through courts by appeal-
ing a Superior Court deci-
sion ordering the govern-
ment to provide those
services.

In 2006 he repeated
his attack on the govern-
ment by asking Premier
Dalton McGuinty to live
up to his pre-election
promise to the parents of
autistic children that if
elected Premier he would
support extending autism
treatment beyond the age
of six.

The Premier failed to
answer the question but
referred to the progress
the government had
made in increasing the
number of services avail-
able for children with
autism.

In announcing the
plan, Klees said parents
of children with autism
were tired of unfilled
promises and wanted the
kind of leadership that
would provide them with
the supports and pro-
grams their children need
today.

He said he was proud
to stand with his leader in
letting parents know the
party had listened to their
concerns.

“We’re determined to
take steps to ensure they
receive the help they
require and deserve,”
Klees said.

the use of bingo proceeds
which the Society had
used to help finance the
show.

At the annual meeting
it was decided to take a
year off to regroup and
arrangements were made
with the Trillium Horse
Show Association to
operate the Horse Show
for 2007 in Machell Park
with only one June week-
end instead of two week-
ends which had been the
custom over the years
when a Fair had been
included.

At the same time the
Aurora Youth Soccer Club
submitted a request to
the town for the exclusive
use of Machell Park for
2007 due to the loss of
the use of playing fields
at St. Andrew's College.

It was pointed out that
if Machell Park was not
available for the week of
the Horse Show, the club
stood to lose the use of
the park for the season
due to damage from the
Horse Show resulting in
the cancellation of sched-
uled games as there were
no available alternative
locations.

It was suggested
Horse Show organizers
re-schedule the event for
the weekend of August
24.

At the same time a let-
ter was received from the
Joker's Hill Horse Shows
representing the Trillium
Horse Show Association
requesting the use of the
park for the period June 1
to 3 with access by noon
May 31 for set-up.

In a report to the gen-
eral committee, staff
members recommended
the Youth Soccer Club be
granted use of the park
during the period
requested for the Horse
Show and that considera-
tion be given for the per-
mitted use of the park in
2008 by the Aurora Horse
Show.

Staff reported they had
discussed the issue with
the Trillium Horse Show
operators and Soccer
Club officials and had not
been able to reach a com-
promise or an alternative
arrangement.

Ken Denouden repre-
senting the Trillium
Association pointed out
that Aurora had been part
of the Trillium circuit for
several years and the
association had stepped
in to assist the Aurora
Agricultural Society to get
back on its feet.

Knowing about the
possible conflict of use,
contact had been made
with Magna for the use of
their grounds in June, but
this would also mean the
loss of soccer playing
fields.

When asked about a
possible change in dates,
he replied that as the
association held events in
several locations the
schedule of events was

approved in advance.
Questions were also

asked about damage to
the field following the
Horse Show and Parks
Supervisor Jim Tree
replied that it all depend-
ed on the weather.

A representative of the
Youth Soccer Club told
committee members that
with more than 3,000
young players and the
loss of the St. Andrew's
College playing fields the
club had no place to put
the players.

As staff had no knowl-
edge of the possibility of
moving the Horse Show to

the Magna grounds and
its potential impact on the
field situation and the lack
of comment from the
Agricultural Society, com-
mittee members did not
have enough information
resulting in a request for a
further staff report.

At last week’s meeting,
Director of Leisure
Services Al Downey said
he had been advised if the
Magna property was not
available for the Horse
Show, it would be held at
Joker's Hill in King, but
Machell Park was the pre-
ferred location.

Councillor Evelyn Buck

made a strong argument
for retaining the Horse
Show in Machell Park as it
had been the volunteers
from the Agricultural
Society who had helped
town staff tile in the park
as home for the Aurora
Horse Show and they had
a right to use it.

Some councillors rec-
ommended the Horse
Show be held in an alter-
nate location this year
then return to the park in
2008 and the soccer club
use the park in 2007.

Others argued that if
the Horse Show was from
Aurora, where it was a tra-

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the municipality and a
request from a Loblaw rep-
resentative who advised that
a nearby superstore was
planning an expansion that
they be given equal treat-
ment.

At the public planning
meeting, town planner Glen
Letman provided a detailed
presentation of the revised
application, which now con-
forms to the official plan.

The internal parking lot in
front of the enlarged Wal-
Mart proposed a total of
1,086 parking spaces bro-
ken up into several parking
pods by trees, shrubbery
and pedestrian pathways.

Town departments indi-
cated no objections to the
revised plan subject to site
plan approval.

It was also reported that
the major components of the
revised site plan had been
evaluated by staff and the
town's peer review consult-
ants and on the basis of the
zoning are satisfied that the
modifications now incorpo-
rated will generally meet the
town's urban design guide-
lines.

Representing the appli-
cant, Prakash David intro-
duced several consultants
who were in attendance to
answer questions.

He said Smart Centres
operates 175 shopping cen-
tres across Canada and
gave a brief history of the
proposal since 1997 when
the property was acquired.

He noted the gateway
development, the high quali-
ty entrance, the courtyard,
pedestrian walkways and
added that the $85 million
development will produce $3
million in development
charges, $2 million in taxes
and provide 870 jobs.

Twelve letters were
received from residents
opposed to the larger format
store and the need to bring a
Wal-Mart to Aurora.

A letter was received

from the Aurora Chamber of
Commerce in support of the
proposal based on the fact a
previous council had
approved the Wal-Mart and
the revised application was
a consolidation of the food
store with Wal-Mart.

Approximately 20 citizens
appeared before council,
and while some supported
the two store proposal, there
was general opposition
based on several factors
including increased traffic,
impact on the downtown and
the need for financial assis-
tance and demands on
energy.

Staff members and the
applicant's consultants
answered questions and
after two hours of presenta-
tions and citizen participa-
tion the public session was
closed and for the next hour
members of council asked
several questions for clarifi-
cation and information.

In general the questions
dealt with traffic congestion,
parking, urban design, mar-
keting studies, number of
trees to be planted and
some assurance that the
municipality would get the
development that was
shown in the architect's ren-
derings shown during the
presentation.

Staff noted that the town
had received $80,000 from
the applicant for the gateway
feature and a commitment to
provide a total of $130,000
to assist the downtown core
with $50,000 at the time of
the building permit, another
$50,000 when the store
opened and $30,000 on the
anniversary of the store
opening.

It was finally moved by
Councillor Evelyn Buck that
the revised application be
approved in principle and
the enacting zoning bylaw
be adopted by council after
the approval of the site plan,
which was supported by
members of council unani-
mously, some reluctantly.

organizations were much needed, in order to help communities
to better understand the new driving forces of cultural and social
change, serving to greatly complicate life in those early post WWII
years.

Ernest Clarke would re-emerge in my life as one of those
"larger-than-life" individuals.Looking back, and in the language of
our times, he appeared to me as the quintessential "Post
Industrial" man - in a period well before the term would enter pop-
ular parlance.

What intrigued me about this elder statesman and grandfather
figure was the way he seemed to talk about history and historic
knowledge, as critical ingredients in coming to informed judg-
ments about the nature for our times. It would be some 25 years
later, while working with Ruben Nelson, one of Canada's noted
futurists, that I would once more be reminded of Ernest Clarke's
insights, coming to understand them for the first time.

Paradoxically, both men saw history in a non-traditional
"futures context". Both perceived history, not at all as a traditional
people do, as "a golden age, a place where one can learn the
timeless truths to live by", valuing there the artifacts and myths
that history leaves behind, with all their beauty, charm and
intrigue.

Ruben Nelson would express in scholarly terms, what Ernest
Clarke knew and acted upon more than a quarter of a century
earlier in the founding and nurturing our Society. Both men saw
that, for a late 20th century Western people, the "golden age" was
not at all in the past, there to be worshipped, but always in the
future.Thus, as Nelson would show, the goal of history, as well as
the challenge of community historic societies is to help point the
way to what he would refer to as "a new sustainable, dynamic
prosperity, only possible for mature communities" that know
themselves.

Thus, in his role as mentor and keeper of the faith, Ernest
Clarke, would caution us today to push well beyond on all the
trappings and potential pitfalls of museums and historic buildings,
remembering that, for many, it is not so much the artifact of histo-
ry that is important, with all its charms and intrigues, but the sto-
ries it tells of a people and who they are. Treasured and admired,
as they may be, he would suggest that the key questions for our
information age are "what life-giving insights do our artifacts of the
past hold for us today? Just what do they teach about how we can
move to a new maturity of human understanding, as individuals
and as community together?”

I sense, then, that Ernest Clarke would challenge us to move
with diligence to increase the relevance and drawing power of our
public programming - and thus our participation rate in municipal
life.

He would encourage us to better meet the intellectual needs
of a new generation of Aurorans, most with little sustaining inter-
est in what is seen as the "trivia" that history leaves behind -
notwithstanding its many charms, and the pleasant warm feelings
of nostalgia that may be aroused.He would ask, too, that we con-
tinually review our sense of purpose and vision, as an organiza-
tion, ensuring a snug fit with the changing conditions and needs
of contemporary times.

He would pose big questions for us to struggle with as a
Society - thinking globally and acting locally.He would ask us "just
what is the social and cultural significance of our prized historic
artifacts"; "what do they suggest of the social order of their times";
"what is their informing nature, i.e., what are they able to tell us of
relevance to the pressing issues of the 21st century"; and thus
"what might they teach us as we search for that "new sustainable,
dynamic prosperity" which we are urged to seek as a people?

I would like, then, to present this picture of Ernest Clarke and
Lester Pearson to the Society, as a marker and reminder of the
life and works of our founding godfather, and of the rich heritage
of thought he left behind on which this Society now builds.

Thanks for asking me back, as well as your patience in listen-
ing to my 40-year retrospective.

RUMOURS AND RAMBLINGS

When lotteries were a no-no
The lottery lunacy gripping Canadians today must have

Mackenzie King and R. B. Bennett twirling in their graves.
In May, 1934, during a debate on lotteries in the House of

Commons, King, then leader of the opposition, strongly
opposed gambling.

In June, 1938, R.B. Bennett, as leader of the opposition,
said lotteries were detrimental to the nation and the individ-
ual.

In 1969 Justice Minister John Turner overhauled the
Criminal Code, including the legalization of lotteries.

Now Canadians, including Aurorans, line up by the thou-
sands, lured by government approved advertisements to
buy a variety of lottery tickets, and spend millions of dollars
a week on a chance to get rich.

THE VIVIAN CHALLENGE

In March, 2000, the Queen's York Rangers Army Cadets par-
ticipated in the 10th Annual Vivian Challenge in the Vivian Forest
as a training exercise.

Vivian Forest is out by Highway 48, north of the Aurora
Sideroad.

One of the tests was to locate a simulated nuclear device and
remove it without touching it and while keeping it level and taking
it slowly to a newly constructed helicopter landing site for pickup.

Another was a test of their first aid training.
A parachutist was suspended upside down in a tree with

apparent broken ribs. He had to be released from his parachute
cords, removed from the tree, placed on a stretcher and evacu-
ated.

The Vivian Challenge allows cadets to practice skills they had
been learning throughout the year and provided Gold Star
Cadets with the opportunity to prepare for their National Star cer-
tification exams at Camp Borden.

MORE BROKEN PROMISES

In September, 2003, Liberal Leader Dalton McGuinty said that
if elected he had no plans to shrink Toronto city council or to give
the mayor more power.

He was responding to a petition from residents unhappy with
the workings of Toronto Council and their lack of action in forcing
the homeless off the streets.

With regard to the homeless, McGuinty promised to build
20,000 affordable housing units and 6,000 special supportive
units across Ontario to help those without homes.

For those too mentally ill or drug dependent to seek shelter,
he insisted there were laws in place to allow authorities to deal
with such cases.

With regard to Toronto council, he said he would consider set-
ting up a citizens' jury to look at issues surrounding municipal
government in Toronto and was open to changing Toronto's
municipal government as long as the people asked for it.

Not much has changed after more than three years in office,
except that the Mayor of Toronto has been given more power and
the homeless are still there.

AURORA'S PEARLY KING

Sidney "Sid" Bursstoff moved to Aurora from Toronto in
September, 2000, to escape the perils of city living.

To the best of knowledge, he was the only official Pearly in
Canada with a degree in "buttonology" as his jacket has 8,500
buttons from top to tail and weighs 81 pounds.

He worked Sundays and holidays at Canada's Wonderland
where he entertained children and adults alike in the major theme
park with his ukulele, Union Jack umbrella and bag of magic
tricks.

Even before moving to Aurora he knew about the municipali-
ty because when he was vice-president of the Royal Canadian
Air Force Association he used to hire Aurora's Mac Butler and the
Fulharmonics to entertain association members.

In addition to his weekly stints at Wonderland, he made regu-
lar stops at the Aurora Legion and to local schools every
November to talk to the students about Remembrance Day.

Where is our Pearly King today?

WHERE IS SMART COMMUTE?

A year ago January, a presentation was made to Aurora
Council about the region's Smart Commute Initiative designed to
reduce greenhouse gases and other emissions, reduce traffic on
the roads and enhance accessibility and mobility options.

Smart Commute included car pooling, site assessment and
surveys, shuttle programs, incentives, promotions, commuter
challenge and other events.

The Smart Commute initiative was implemented by a
Transportation Management Association (TMA) to provide serv-
ice delivery and product feedback.

Newmarket was anxious to implement a TMA and invited
Aurora to participate to make the TMA viable.

The presentation was referred to staff for a report.
Last May, the Economic Development Advisory Committee

recommended participation in the TMA and the implementation
of an employee trip reduction program similar to Newmarket.

The committee asked town staff to report on financial details
and to recommend an Aurora initiative for Town employees.
