Aurora ‘character’ dies

No more will the residents of Aurora
see the familiar figure striding up and
down Yonge Street wearing his black
cowboy hat and black gloves, carrying
a swagger stick and a briefcase.

Gary Sinjakewitsch, an individual
with a wild and infectious enthusiasm
for life, who in the year 2000, ran for the
Aurora mayor's seat, died last week at
Southlake Regional Health Centre in
Newmarket.

He was 55.

Sinjakewitsch was an eternal opti-
mist and dared to be different. He had
little respect for the status quo.

Classed as one of Aurora’s
“characters”, Sinjakewitsch relocated
to Bradford, shortly after he finished
fourth in a four-person race for the
mayor's job, but returned to an Aurora
Council meeting prior to the 2003
municipal election sparking rumours
that he might enter the election, but he
didn'.

In 2000, he ran a very low profile
campaign and wouldn't appear at a
sponsored all-candidates meeting
unless he was paid to do so.

Last February a BOUQUET was given to Aurora council
members for bringing a different attitude to council meetings,
as the bitter, inter-personal digs had almost disappeared
and while members talked too much and dragged out an
issue before making a decision, it was an improvement.

The peace and quiet of recent council meetings explod-
ed at the recent meeting by one of the most raucous debates
in recent years, so the BOUQUET is withdrawn and replaced
with a BRICKBAT.

The question of whether a workshop or an assembly is a
legal meeting continues to be controversial at Aurora
Council as evidenced by the raucous debate at a recent
meeting.

Since the controversial off-site retreat at the start of the
last term, the issue has haunted council in spite of a legal
opinion from an external lawyer well versed in municipal
affairs that closed sessions are permissible.

Council had been trying to update its Strategic Plan since
the 2004 retreat without success as members couldn't agree
on a council vision of what was to be accomplished during
the term.

Finally, in December, 2005, council agreed to engage a
consultant to carry out the update and staff suggested that a
closed assembly be held with the consultant for an open dia-
logue as part of the visioning exercise which was approved
on a 5-3 vote.

Councillors Phyllis Morris, Nigel Kean and Wendy
Gaertner threatened to boycott the meeting as they had
done for the off-site retreat.

Amendments to the Municipal Act which became effec-
tive January, 2007, did not make any significant changes to
the existing criteria for holding closed meetings of council.

However, it was thought to have solved the issue that was
a thorn in the side of Aurora Council as it provided that a
meeting may be closed to the public for the purpose of edu-
cating or training members providing that the business or
decision-making of council was not materially advanced at
the meeting.

No one is more opposed to a closed meeting of council
than | am and | have been a constant critic of Aurora and
regional councils, and the school boards if | didn't believe it
was in accordance with the criteria set out in the Municipal
Act.

| have some knowledge of the criteria, as back in the
1980s closed meetings of council were rampant across the
province resulting in many complaints from citizens and the
media.

As a result the province established a provincial/munici-
pal task force to study the whole issue of open and closed
meetings and as Mayor of Aurora at the time, | was appoint-
ed municipal co-chairman.

The task force met for more than a year and recom-
mended the criteria for closed meetings as set out in the
Municipal Act.

Our report met hostile opposition from several municipal-
ities resulting in the government of the day shelving the
report, as it got cold feet.

Complaints about closed door meetings continued and
finally in January, 1995, the Municipal Act was amended to
require all council and committee meetings to be open to the
public, unless the closed session met the strict criteria previ-
ously recommended by the task force.

But there are times when closed meetings are necessary
for free, frank and full discussions without fear of being quot-
ed or misquoted and the Councillor Evelyn Buck motion
regarding the disposition of the Library Square and the
Hydro building, as far as | was concerned, fell into that cate-
gory.

The Library Square issue has been ongoing for years
without solution and the Hydro building has been vacant for
almost a year.

Meanwhile, the future of the Jack Woods property is still
to be faced.

Aurora citizens and organizations deserve answers and if
a closed meeting is necessary to set the background for a
public decision, then the best interests of the citizens are
being served.

Use new money wisely: Hogg

To the editor,

The Ontario government
has finally recognized that
forcing York Region to send
$90 million to Toronto to
subsidize services not
available to residents of
York Region was unfair.

Toronto residents have
access to services - paid
for with York Region tax
dollars - that the residents
of York Region are unable
to access in their own com-

munity.
For years, Municipal
and Regional Councils

fought against this and the
government has finally
responded and will phase
out this contentious fund-
ing model over the next
seven years.

But will current councils
use this new found tax
relief wisely?

Will they re-invest these
tax dollars to strengthen
essential programs and
provide benefits to the
community that might oth-
erwise not be affordable, or
will they use it to repair and

replace aging infrastruc-
ture that prudent financial
planning should have antic-
ipated and planned for?

Sports facilities, art and
culture facilities or possibly
a youth centre are exam-
ples of important communi-
ty services that are often
the first to get cut when
politicians are faced with
tax increases.

When we receive unan-
ticipated dollars, let's make
sure our representatives
do not use them to make
themselves look good by
simply not raising taxes
when it was poor financial
planning that left us without
the necessary funds to pay
for expected expenses.

This is the same issue
facing Aurora Council --
how to spend $34 million
from the sale of Aurora
Hydro?

Looking at
alternatives

Last week | wrote about the work of the Citizens' Assembly
on Electoral Reform. This panel was formed by the provincial
Liberals to look at our first-past-the-post voting system and see
if it should be changed.

The Assembly has reviewed two voting systems, the Mixed
Member Proportional (MMP) system and the Single
Transferable Vote (STV). Both are decidedly different from the
status quo.

The Assembly will decide which of the two they like better,
and then compare it against the existing first-past-the-post sys-
tem.

Should they recommend a new system, Ontarians will have
the opportunity to vote on their proposal in a referendum dur-
ing October's provincial election.

The Citizens' Assembly regulation directs the Assembly to
consider eight principles and characteristics as it evaluates
electoral systems.

Let's take a look at some of the principles and how they
stack up against the existing system.

The concept of legitimacy is a rather odd one. | know that
those who support the proportional representation voting mod-
els believe most of the majorities that have been elected are
not legitimate because they were achieved with under 50 per
cent of the vote.

While | agree majority governments have been elected with
as little as 40 per cent of the vote, any system in Canada is
legitimate if the people of our society accept it as so.

No matter what you do, some people will not be happy with
the electoral outcome.

The existing system does afford people lots of choice. You
have the three main parties plus a number of others. Each
offers differing perspectives and solutions.

The existing system is also simple and practical.

Everyone understands how it works.

My main objection to a MMP system is that | don't like the
proposed use of party lists to fill seats.

Who would get on the lists? What would be the criteria?

I am a firm believer that a person needs to earn his way to
Queen's Park or Parliament Hill.

The STV system is better than the MMP structure, although
it may lead to a drastic dilution of party ideology and blurring of
party lines.

Others may see this as a good thing as the main parties
would need to work with the smaller parties to secure their sup-
port to become elected, or to retain office.

Consulting and broadening the appeal of a party is fine, but
parties still need to stand for something and present clear alter-
natives and choices to the electorate.

The existing system, despite some obvious flaws, does
work.

The STV system is better than the MMP structure, although
it may lead to a drastic dilution of party ideology and blurring of
party lines.

Others may see this as a good thing as the main parties
would need to work with smaller parties to secure support to
become elected, or to retain office.

But in the grand scheme of things what does the work of the
Citizens' Assembly mean to me here in Aurora?

Will it have any material impact on my life? Will some new
voting system make my life better, safer or happier?

The answer is that the work of the Assembly, and the labour
of Aurora’'s John Reston, our committee representative, in and
of itself, won't make your life directly better.

It is your participation in the process that leads to better out-
comes for our community and for you personally.

The work of the Assembly simply strengthens and furthers
our democracy. | believe one of the main reasons for the
Assembly is that voter participation has continued to drop, and
that, by modifying the voting system, it is hoped citizens will
become engaged enough to vote.

I look at this issue through a different prism; why change the
voting system if people are not taking their civic responsibility
seriously?

Why make it better or easier to vote if a large number of
people are already apathetic? Voters should show us they care
- by using their franchise - before any changes are made.

Look at last October's municipal election. We had an excit-
ing three-person race for mayor and 20 individuals ran for eight
council seats. There were also important issues on the table
that affect our everyday lives - the issues of growth, the level,
quality and costs of services, and the appropriate level of tax-
ation.

But how did we repay these 23 individuals - with a voter
turnout of 38 per cent.

The privilege to cast a ballot should be one of our most
cherished freedoms, but too many people don't take it serious-
ly.

Before we are given the keys to the Porsche, let's show that
we can drive the station wagon.

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Soon to be demolished?

Willlams SS
could move
to Bayview

For some months now, it
has been common knowl-
edge that Aurora’s Dr. G.W.
Williams Secondary School
was going to be replaced.

However, it was only last
week when parents learned
one plan for replacement is a
new location on Bayview
Avenue.

Until then, word was
Williams would be rebuilt on
its existing site, on Dunning
Avenue, where it has served
as a high school since the
1950s.

A site for an additional
high school had been set
aside on Bayview Avenue
when the Town of Aurora
approved a number of resi-
dential subdivisions in the
area.

It was last October when
the York Region District
School Board embarked on a
school replacement strategy,
aimed at older schools facing
high maintenance and repair
costs. According to a Ministry
of Education formula, schools
are determined to be poten-
tially in need of replacement
when the total cost of neces-
sary repairs and upgrades
reaches 65 per cent of the
cost of building a new school.

Williams is one of nine
schools destined for replace-
ment.

When parents learned
about the replacement plan
last week, their main concern
was a loss of playing fields.

However, during the cur-
rent school year, the Board
appointed architects to under-
take feasibility studies to
determine the best strategies
for replacing affected schools.

Among them was the pos-
sibility of alternate site

replacement.

While the board staff ini-
tially recommended a
replacement of Wiliams on
site, new information about
development plans within the
Town of Aurora has become
public.

Armed with that informa-
tion, it became necessary to
reassess the initial recom-
mendation and enter into a
feasibility study phase to take
into account the new future
development.

Initial assessment indi-
cates that a greater propor-
tion of future Williams stu-
dents will most likely have
home addresses in the
Bayview area of the Town,
according to a press release
issued by the board.

“With that said, there are
many variables to be taken
into account and a need to
hear from the community
regarding the potential impli-
cations,” said Ross Virgo,
communications officer for
the board.

And the board got an ear-
ful last week.

For the next public meet-
ing on the school replace-
ment, the board plans to send
letters directly to all parents of
elementary school students
who will attend Williams in the
future.

Regardless of the
approach taken to replacing
the school, staff and students
of Williams will remain togeth-
er as a unit throughout the
construction of the new
school, according to the press
release.

More meetings will be
scheduled before the fate of
Williams has finally been
determined.

Day care centre to close April 30

Negotiations over rent
fees between the Town and
York Region Neighbourhood
Services, operators of the
Crescentbrook Day Care in
the Jack Woods farmhouse
have been ongoing for
some time and have finally
been finalized with the child
care closing April 30,
according to a letter
received by council last
week.

But Town officials say the
letter is full of errors.

Council received the let-
ter from a solicitor repre-
senting York Region
Neighbourhood Services to
advise the agency had
declined to accept a pro-
posed extension of the
lease for another five years
and would be vacating the
premises on or before the
end of the month.

Council was also told the
agency was providing notice
to the parents of the chil-
dren attending the
Crescentbrook facility to
advise them of council's
decision and its closure of
the child care centre in
April.

The letter was received
by council Tuesday without
comment or discussion.

However, Aurora issued
a rebuttal later in the week.

“In response to recent
incomplete and inaccurate
comments made by York
Region Neighbourhood
Services Inc. in regard to
the details of the closure of
their Crescentbrook Child
Care program, the Town of
Aurora would like to clarify
the details and eliminate all
misrepresentation,” a press
release said.

It then outlined the histo-
ry behind the day care cen-
tre’s deal with Aurora.

“In 2001, York Region
Neighbourhood Services
Inc. entered into a voluntary
lease agreement with the
Town of Aurora, with the
understanding that they
were obligated to pay
monthly rent, utilities and
maintenance on the Jack
Woods property located at
95 Allaura Boulevard,” the
release said.

“In 2004, York Region
Neighbourhood Services
requested to meet with
Council and Town staff to
discuss their financial situa-
tion and their inability to
meet the terms of the lease
agreement. Since that time
staff have met with York
Region Neighbourhood
Services several times to
review the situation.”

"In 2006, after reviewing
their financial statements,
staff determined that there
was absolutely no justifica-
tion for the Town to waive
any of the rent as initially
negotiated with York Region
Neighbourhood Services,"
said John Rogers, the
Town's Chief Administrative
Officer.

Since the expiration of
the original lease term in
August, 2006, the Town has
continued to allow York
Region Neighbourhood
Services to continue operat-

ing the Crescentbrook Day
Care Program on a month
to month basis.

In February 2007, town
staff members received a
letter from York Region
Neighbourhood Services
saying it was prepared to
operate the child care serv-
ice beyond March 31st, but
only if they were no longer
required to pay rent.

A subsequent decision
was made by Aurora
Council on March 20,
authorizing staff to extend
the lease agreement with
York Region Neighbourhood
Services Inc. until August of
2011, with the understand-
ing that they were still obli-
gated to pay the agreed
upon rent.

The letter from the York
Region Neighbourhood
Services solicitor declined
the opportunity for an exten-
sion on the lease agree-
ment.

Previously council had
received a letter from the
agency advising they were
prepared to operate the
childcare program past
March 31, but only on an
understanding that they
would no longer pay any
rent after that date until a
new service plan was in
place or until reasonable
notice of closure could be
provided to families.

At that time, council
approved a staff recommen-
dation that they be author-
ized to continue with the
existing agreement until
August, 2011, and to com-
mence termination proce-
dures in accordance with
the agreement, if warranted.

The original five-year
lease between the town and
the agency expired in the
fall of 2006 and the full rent
as stipulated in the lease up
to and including March 31
has been paid.

During the period the
agency has operated the
childcare centre at a signifi-
cant loss and can no longer
continue to so.

The agency pointed out
that the rent required by the
town in the past lease was

well beyond the capacity of
t h e
service to pay and signifi-
cantly exceeded rates paid
by like programs in other
municipal and
publicly-owned facilities.

After advertising for inter-
ested parties for a day care
facility at the Jack Woods
farmhouse, the town
entered into an agreement
with York Neighbourhood
Services for the lease of the
property at a rental rate of
$26,400 per year.

In April, 2004, the agency
met with council to review
the financial operations of
the facility and to consider
options to reduce the cost.

That resulted in a report
to council in January, 2005,
recommending a reduction
in the rental rates from
$26,400 a year to $5,480,

which was received by
council as information.

By September, 2006, it
was learned that the agency
had not paid any rent for
2005 or in 2006 and after
considerable discussion, a
general committee agreed
to terminate the lease.

When the committee
report came to council a
representative of the agency
dropped a bombshell when
she said she had been told
by town staff not to pay any
rent until council had made
a decision.

As agreement couldn't be
reached the agency decided
to terminate the lease and
council will now have to
decide the future of the
Woods farmhouse and prop-
erty which includes the
Aurora Community
Gardens.

Board, Town resolve
communication woes

Last Tuesday the Board of Directors met with the
Town’s Al Downey and members of his department to
discuss issues, mostly concerning lines of communi-
cation and quantity of e-mail communication between
Town staff and the Aurora Seniors Association (ASA).

When consideration is given to the many conversa-
tions among Town staff, councillors and ASA directors,
the opportunity for information to be distributed inap-
propriately abounds.

The amount of communication in the first year of
operation between the ASA and Leisure Services
Department including the Town coordinator at the ASA
has been formidable and time consuming.

After the issues were articulated, discussed, and
considered carefully, the air was clearer and every-
body agreed to pay attention more closely in future to
the timely manner in which information is dispensed
and to whom and when it is dispensed.

For example, after a private rental function, the
Town staff while closing the building at the end of the
day, must check to ensure that the premises, in partic-
ular the kitchen, are clean and all appliances and
equipment are turned off.

The lounge area will be locked and not used for pri-
vate functions generally, although special permission
could be obtained on request.

The major issue to correct from the ASA side is to
ensure that information concerning current issues is
channeled to the administrator of Leisure Services,
allowing his department to become informed.

The following day the ASA held a special general
meeting with an excellent attendance of almost 60
members.

The meeting was called for the purpose of ratifying
constitutional bylaw amendments, to provide for the
establishment of both Standing and Ad Hoc
Committees, and to ratify a BoD budget decision con-
cerning the ASA and the Town of Aurora. All items
were ratified by the general meeting.

For clarification, a standing committee is one that
continues to function indefinitely such as a finance
committee and an ad hoc committee is one that is
constituted for a particular purpose.

The Annual General Meeting will be held June 7, at
1.30 p.m. which corrects inaccurate information in my
last column.

Before the AGM commences in June, and starting
at 10.30 a.m., the ASA will hold a giant barbecue.

The ASA has been invited to participate in the
Aurora Community Historica Heritage Fair, April 25,
as project reviewers.

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A point of order

During the public session of a public planning meet-
ing, council is required to listen to all speakers and
hear all comments, although many may be repetitive.

To cut off a citizen speaker from making a comment
was an invitation for a hearing before the Ontario
Municipal Board.

Back in July, 1984, at a public planning meeting, an
applicant requested an amendment to the zoning
bylaw for relief under the industrial parking provisions.

No objections had been received from residents
and when the applicant started to describe parking
standards in other areas, Councillor Evelyn Buck
objected on a point of order.

Mayor Dick lllingworth ruled it was not a point of
order as the applicant was speaking to the issue under
discussion and had a right to be heard.

His ruling was challenged by Councillor Buck who
was supported by council on a 4-3 vote after which the
mayor left the chair.

Under parliamentary rules of procedure, it was not
necessary for the chairman to vacate the chair on a
challenge, but the mayor did so on what he called a
matter of principle and personal integrity, as he
claimed the applicant had a right to speak.

AURORA IN 1970

- Plans were submitted for a 250-suite apartment
building on the west side of Machell Avenue.

- A building permit was issued for the new Aurora
High School and plans were made to extend McDonald
Drive, now Murray Drive south of Wellington Street.

- Aurora volunteer firefighters and their wives
brought home three trophies from the Ontario
Firefighters Association and made plans to host the
1971 convention in Aurora.

- Council considered action against a proposed Bell
rate increase.

- After three years of negotiations ground was final-
ly broken and construction started on the 22-unit sen-
ior citizens apartments on Orchard Heights Boulevard.

- Councillor Illityd Harris was busy cutting grass with
his lawnmower on the median strip on Orchard
Heights.

- Working drawings were submitted to the school
board for a proposed elementary school in Aurora
Orchards, which is now Devins Drive Public School.

- A gasoline price war was in full swing with a gal-
lon of gas selling for 41.9 cents.

- Thieves took more than $6,000 in cash and mer-
chandise from three stores in the Aurora Shopping
Centre.

- A proposal to build a 300-bed nursing home on
Kennedy Street West was opposed by neighbours and
rejected by council.

- York County Council asked its 14 member munici-
palities to object to tax provincial tax relief proposals
caused by market value reassessment.

- During the subsequent election for mayor, Reeve
Evelyn Buck attacked Mayor Dick lllingworth over his
stand on reassessment.

- Aurora Council was dissatisfied with provincial
measures to bring relief to residential taxpayers
whose taxes had increased more than $50 due to
reassessment.

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Catholic high school gets tentative approval

Wellington Street frontage, with
playing fields to the rear of the
school with a right-in, right-out
access from Wellington Street
and full access from Industrial
Parkway.

The building would ulimately
accommodate 1,400 students
from Aurora, Newmarket, King
and Whitchurch-Stoufiville.

The proposal is for 67 regular
classrooms with the potential for
a 12-classroom port-a-pak unit
should the need arise in the
future, and 271 parking spaces
with bus lanes.

The application sought re-
zoning of lands from General
Industrial and Service
Commercial to Institutional.

Town planning staff reported
the application has a variety of
positive aspects including close
proximity to existing and new
residential  neighbourhoods,
access to public transit, redevel-
opment of a prominent
Wellington Street East site and
close proximity to recreational
facilities.

However, a number of con-
cerns have been raised includ-
ing conformity with the town's
industrial and employment poli-
cies.

The application points out
that the conversion to institution
is in keeping with the policies of
an official plan amendment as
there will be about 150
employees.

In its report, staff pointed out
that the applicant needs to prove
the land use acceptable and if it
is, traffic and transportation
impacts must be accommodat-
ed.

Elizabeth Crowe,
King/Aurora  Trustee  and
Chairman of the Board stressed
the need for the school due to
the rapid growth in the area and
the overcrowding of Cardinal
Carter High School in Aurora
with 24 portables and Sacred
Heart in Newmarket with 22
portables.

She said the Board had
searched for other sites without
success and finally engaged a
consultant to investigate sites in
Aurora adjacent to the new
development and she asked
council to support the Board's
application.

Board staff member Dan
McCowell provided a brief sum-
mary of the Board's activities to
date and the meetings held with
various government agencies,
community group and town staff
and said he believed it was an
excellent application both for the
Town and the Board.

He added that the Board
would like to get started as soon
as possible with a tentative
opening of the new school in
2009.

Resident Rebecca Beaton
expressed several concerns
about the loss of employment
lands, where the students would
come from, parking, bus drop-
off, number of buses, location of
port-a-pak, relocation of a water
course on the playing field and
the fact that the development
would not produce any develop-
ment charges or property taxes.

Her questions were respond-
ed to by staff and McCowell who
said the school would primarily
serve the Aurora/Newmarket
area but the catchment area and
school boundaries had not yet
been discussed and decided by
trustees.

It was anticipated there
would be about eight buses
dropping off and picking up stu-
dents.

He also said that with Magna

and other industrial plants in the
area, the Board was considering
a technical component to the
school to provide technical co-op
students to receive hands-on
training.

Staff members said the
Conservation Authority would
provide approval for the move of
the watercourse as had been
done for the town-owned Leslie
Street property.

In addition a letter was
received from  Christopher
Ballard objecting to the applica-
tion on the basis of the loss of
employment lands. As there
were no other members of the
public in attendance, council
began its deliberations.

The major issue appeared to

be the loss of employment lands
in spite of staffs report that insti-
tutional operations were permit-
ted in commercial lands and lim-
ited institutional in employment
lands, the questions continued.

Ancther issue was the area to
be served by the school and in
spite of a response from
McCowell that it was a regional
board, the catchment area and
the school boundaries has not
been discussed or established
by the Trustees pending planning
approval.

In response to a question
about the use of the playing fields
by the town due to the shortage,
McCowell replied that the Board
had excellent working arrange-
ments with Leisure Services and

fields would be made available.

Finally after almost three
hours of presentations and dis-
cussion, Councillor Stephen
Granger moved that the applica-
tion be denied on the basis of the
loss of employment lands and
unresolved traffic issues, plus
loss of development charges and
property taxes.

Councillor Evelyn Buck point-
ed out that staff had done their
job and the school board had
done theirs and said she was
delighted with the proposal espe-
cially the reference to the techni-
cal component.

She added that it was a
win/win situation and if rejected
by council, the board could
appeal to the Ontario Municipal

Board and with the supporting
report from staff, the town didn't
stand much of a chance and
would result in an unnecessary
expense to the school board and
Aurora taxpayers.

Councillor Bob McRoberts
also spoke against the mation on
the basis of the need for a new
school in Aurora and that all
schools cater to students outside
the municipality and teachers
and staff help the economy of the
town.

He noted the industrial land
had been vacant for several
years.

Other members of council
supported the motion on the
basis of poor planning, loss of
employment lands, loss of devel-

opment charges and property
taxes, but when the vote was
called Granger's motion, it was
defeated.

Councillor Al Wilson moved
that the application be approved
in principle subject to the resolu-
tion of outstanding issues and
the plan be brought back to
another public meeting,

But when he heard that
bringing it back to another public
meeting would unnecessarily
delay a decision, he moved that it
be brought back to a council
meeting on condition that it be

well publicized, which was
approved by council.
Councillor Evelina

MacEachern voted against the
motion.
