Gonsalves 
will retire
from C of C 

Aurora’s first and only general
manager of the Chamber of
Commerce is retiring.

Rosalyn Gonsalves told The
Auroran Saturday she would end
her 21-year career with the organ-
ization November 30 this year.

Her husband, George, she
said, has accepted a consulting
position in Barbados that will
cause him to travel to that south-
ern island every three months.

He will spend this summer
there, return home for three
months, then return to Barbados.

Mrs. Gonsalves plans to
accompany him following her
retirement.

She joined the Chamber of
Commerce in October, 1985, and
has been the driving force behind
the organization’s growth ever
since.

Jones in race
There will be a race for the

Aurora mayor’s seat in this
November’s municipal election.

Current Mayor Tim Jones said
Saturday he would seek his fifth
term as mayor, and, as such, pro-
vide competition for the only other
registered candidate to date,
Councillor Nigel Kean.

Jones, after signing papers
Friday, selected Westview Golf
Club Saturday morning to make
his announcement “out of respect
for the gentleman who developed
this facility, Keith Nisbet”.

Nisbet, in a lengthy political
life, served as councillor, deputy-
reeve and mayor of Aurora; and
was Aurora’s first school trustee
when the York County Board of
Education was formed in 1969.

Nisbet was also the first mayor

to wear Aurora’s Chain of Office.
If re-elected, Jones would

begin serving an unprecedented
fifth term as mayor of Aurora.

He has been involved in
Aurora politics for 28 years, 12 of
them as mayor.

“The fire still burns,” he told
The Auroran in an interview. “I like
what I do.”

While the mayor’s job is listed
as “part-time”, Jones has no other
employment, and can usually be
found at the Town Hall every day
of the week.

Perhaps the real surprise of
the announcement was the
appointment of Barb Hartwell as
his campaign manager.

Hartwell is the widow of Bob
Hartwell, a long-distance runner,
who served one term on Aurora
Council. He died five years ago
while participating in a marathon
run in Toronto.

Rumours still swirl that
Councillor Phyllis Morris will also
jump into the frey and cause a
three-way battle for the Town’s
top political spot, but she has
withheld any announcement
about her future political plans so
far.

Mayor Jones fears there may
be as many as five new faces on
council after the next election.

“We need to continue the
experience on council,” he said.
“Serving the people of Aurora is
an honour.”

The 58-year-old Jones has
accomplished much in his lengthy
political career in Aurora, but he
referred to one function that gives
him “great personal satisfaction”.

“I have developed a reputation
as a mayor who ‘never met a rib-
bon he didn’t cut’, and although I
have often been the recipient of
more than a few jabs on this 
matter, I am pleased to accept it
as a badge of honour.”

Mayor Jones has officiated at
numerous “official openings” for
businesses throughout the com-
munity.

“Openings of new businesses
are particularly important,” he
said. “Without the entrepreneurial
spirit of our business community,
we would not be able to enjoy the
quality of life we are blessed with
in this town.”

Jones said his campaign team
would follow two major rules lead-
ing up to the election.

“We’ll stay on the high road,”
he said, “and we’ll have fun.”

Committee rejects
daytime meetings

As part of a review of the
procedural bylaw, Aurora town
staff recommended general
committee meetings, after the
next election, begin at 2 p.m.
to allow staff to be available to
assist in the deliberations of
the committee.

The idea didn’t fly.
It was pointed out that gen-

eral committee meetings are
meant to be an opportunity for
members of council to spend
time discussing agenda items
and there are times when
members other than senior
staff could assist in the delib-
erations.

If the meetings were to
start in the afternoon it would
be easier to call the staff
member into the meeting if
necessary, a report to last
week’s general committee
pointed out.

Afternoon meetings, the
report said, would also allow
residents who are not able to
attend evening meetings the
opportunity to attend at least
general committee meetings.

It was also suggested
reports from the advisory
committees go to general
committee before council with
the expectation general com-
mittee meetings would
become longer and the earlier

start time would ensure dis-
cussions would not take place
late into the night.

It was also suggested that
if council members were not
comfortable with the 2 p.m.
time, consideration be given to
a 4:30 p.m. start time.

Declared council candidate
Bob McRoberts appeared
before the committee as a del-
egate to oppose the proposed
2 p.m. start time as it was
important for the public to hear
committee discussions and
afternoon meetings would
prevent anyone with a day job
from attending the meetings
and running for council.

Councillor Ron Wallace
objected to the proposed
change saying daytime meet-
ings are not for the benefit of
the people.

He referred to the 9.30
a.m. start of York Regional
Council meetings and pointed
out that a person would have
to take a day off work to
appear before council.

Councillor John West  sug-
gested the starting time
remain as is and noted send-
ing advisory committee
reports going to general com-
mittee before council makes
the committee more important
than council.

Councillor Nigel Kean
agreed and pointed out that a

councillor in Aurora was still
considered to be part time and
changing the time could elimi-
nate people from running for
council.

Mayor Tim Jones noted
that many people have flex-
time jobs and with planning
could arrange to attend meet-
ings and he preferred the 4.30
p.m. start time in order that
members could finish the
meetings earlier.

Councillor Evelyn Buck
said that when people run for
council they should make
themselves available when
needed as it was a public
service and she favoured the
4.30 start as the town was not
getting the best when mem-
bers of council were required
to stay late at night.

Councillor Damir Vrancic
said the earlier start time
would make it difficult for
everyone as normal business-
people work during the day
and council is not a fulltime
position.

Both Councillors Phyllis
Morris and Wendy Gaertner
expressed their opposition to
the staff recommendation.

When the vote was called it
was defeated with only
Councillor Buck supporting it.

The decision was expected
to be endorsed by council this
week.Aurora artist

donates work
Sharon Temple located

on Leslie Street in East
Gwillimbury is about to get
help from an Aurora artist.

One of the most historic
buildings in York Region
and Ontario, the Temple
was conceived by visionary
David Willson and built by
the Children of Peace who
had immigrated to Canada
in the early 1800s with the
Quakers but broke away to
form their own community
and religious life.

But the Temple and its
grounds are in need of
restoration and funds for
protection.

Aurora heritage artist
Dorothy Clark McClure who
has captured many historic
buildings across Canada in
sepia prints donated her
last 30 sets of two prints
"The Temple" and "David
Willson's Study" to help
save the Temple.

They are sepia ink on
cream paper hand signed
and annotated by the artist.

The Art and Gift Gallery
on Leslie Street in
Newmarket will donate the
mounting and shrink wrap-
ping of the prints.

Presentation to Jan
Emonson, Director of
Sharon Temple, took place
at the Art and Gift Gallery
last week.

The prints will be sold at
$195 for the two matching
signed and numbered
prints, limited to the remain-
ing 30 sets.

There will be a Media
Day at the Temple Tuesday,
May 16, with the Temple
officially re-opening May 20
for the season.

After properties meet the test?

Council and staff members spend a considerable
amount of time reviewing plans of development, sched-
uling public planning meetings, and finally approving the
applications, sometimes with conditions, yet nothing
seems to happen.

Almost immediately after approval, a "For Sale" sign
goes up on the property as it continues to sit there
vacant as the owner attempts to sell it, likely at a much
higher price, as it is zoned and ready for building.

Take the corner of Centre and Yonge Streets as an
example.

In 1997, two investment companies purchased a total
of six separate properties on the northeast corner of the
intersection, including the former Aurora Dairy property,
now occupied by a more modern commercial building.

Other buildings were demolished.
A public planning meeting was held in March, 1998,

to consider an application for a seven storey multi-use
building with commercial space on the ground floor and
72 residential units on the upper floors with surface and
underground parking.

Council was advised that staff did not support the
proposal in its present format and listed a number of
suggested changes.

Although there was some support from citizens and
council members about cleaning up the corner, there
were concerns about the height of the building,
increased traffic, parking, drainage and other issues.

Staff was directed to work with the applicant and the
residents in an effort to resolve some of the issues and
a second public planning meeting was scheduled, which
was held in February, 2000.

By this time the applicant had reduced the height to
five storeys and carried out traffic and other studies.

Council approved the application in principle subject
to the resolution of technical issues identified in the staff
report.

Nothing happened and in response to a staff request
in April, 2002, the applicant replied that more time was
required but the property remained empty and an eye-
sore. Fast forward to August, 2004.

The applicant requested that the revised plan
approved in principle in February, 2000, be considered
for final approval, but due to the length of time, another
public planning meeting was held in December, 2004.

By this time, the proposal was for 58 residential units,
with 9,950 square feet of commercial space and 104
parking spaces.

The building featured a six-storey corner tower with
upper floors tiered back from Yonge and Centre Streets,
but the massing of the building was still of concern.

A revised plan was submitted in June, 2005, with six
storeys along Yonge Street and five storeys on Centre
Street with 62 residential units and 3,230 square feet of
commercial space on the ground floor.

Finally council agreed to approve the application
subject to the applicant meeting with staff and residents
to resolve outstanding issues.

Since then, however, nothing has happened, except
the property is up for sale and it continues to be an eye-
sore.

The same applies to the vacant property at the
southwest corner of the Tyler and Yonge Street inter-
section.

An application was first submitted in March, 1996, a
new application submitted in 2000 and finally approved
by council in January, 2003.

It remains empty and for sale.
Then there is the Old Arena property on Yonge Street

which has been in the mill since 1965 when the rink was
destroyed by fire and in spite of several applications and
final approval in October, 2002, after an OMB hearing,
the property is still vacant and for sale.

While attempts are made to avoid the tremendous
waste of time by staff, councillors and citizens attending 
public planning meetings and meetings with developers,
and approval finally given, it's frustrating when nothing
happens and the Yonge Street eyesores remain.

Consideration should be given to some form of a
Performance Bond to be provided at the time of appli-
cation to ensure there is some assurance that the appli-
cant is sincere in developing the property rather then
flipping it, after approval.

How the tax system works...
To the editor,

This is a very good expla-
nation of how income taxes
really work! Sometimes politi-
cians, journalists and others
exclaim, "It's just a tax cut for
the rich" and it is just accepted
to be fact. But what does that
really mean?

Just in case you are not
completely clear on this issue, I
hope the following will help.
Please read it carefully. It puts
tax cuts in terms everyone can
understand.

Suppose that every day, 10
men go out for dinner and the
bill for all comes to $100. If they
paid their bill the way we pay
our taxes, it would go some-
thing like this.

The first four men (the poor-
est) would pay nothing.

The fifth would pay $1.
The sixth would pay $3.
The seventh would pay $7.
The eighth would pay $12.
The ninth would pay $18.
The tenth man (the richest)

would pay $59.
So, that's what they decided

to do.
The 10 men ate dinner in

the restaurant every day and
seemed quite happy with the
arrangement, until one day the
owner threw them a curve.
"Since you are all such good
customers," he said, "I'm going
to reduce the cost of your daily
meal by $20."

Dinner for the 10 now cost
just $80.

The group still wanted to
pay their bill the way we pay our
taxes, so the first four men
were unaffected. They would

still eat for free.
But what about the other six

men - the paying customers?
How could they divide the $20
windfall so that everyone would
get his 'fair share’?

They realized that $20
divided by six is $3.33. But if
they subtracted that from
everybody's share, then the
fifth man and the sixth man
would each end up being paid
to eat their meal.

So, the restaurant owner
suggested it would be fair to
reduce each man's bill by

roughly the same amount, and
he proceeded to work out the
amounts each should pay.

And so, the fifth man, like
the first four, now paid nothing
(100% savings).

The sixth now paid $2
instead of $3 (33% savings).

The seventh now paid $5
instead of $7 (28% savings).

The eighth now paid $9
instead of $12 (25% savings).

The ninth now paid $14
instead of $18 (22% savings).

The tenth now paid $49
instead of $59 (16% savings).

Each of the six was better
off than before. And the first
four continued to eat for free.

But once outside the
restaurant, the men began to
compare their savings.

"I only got a dollar out of the
$20," declared the sixth man.
He pointed to the tenth man,
"but he got $10!"

"Yeah, that's right,"
exclaimed the fifth man. "I only
saved a dollar too; it's unfair
that he got 10 times more than
me."

"That's true!" shouted the
seventh man. "Why should he
get $10 back when I got only
$2? The wealthy get all the
breaks!"

"Wait a minute," yelled the
first four men in unison. "We
didn't get anything at all. The
system exploits the poor!"

The nine men surrounded
the tenth and beat him up.

The next night the tenth
man didn't show up for dinner,
so the nine sat down and ate
without him.

But when it came time to
pay the bill, they discovered
something important.They did-
n't have enough money among
them for even half the bill.

And that, boys and girls,
journalists and college profes-
sors, is how our tax system
works.

The people who pay the
highest taxes get the most
benefit from a tax reduction.

Tax them too much, attack
them for being wealthy, and
they just may not show up any-
more, in fact they might start
eating overseas where the
atmosphere is somewhat
friendlier.

Town’s procedural bylaw
upstaged by procedure

In a review of town
council’s procedural bylaw
last week, councillors, at
one stage, found the 
procedure getting a little
out of hand.

An exchange of words
between Councillors Nigel
Kean and John West
resulted in Kean demand-
ing an apology after West
called him “stupid”, and
West said he was sorry the
councillor was stupid.

That brought a further
retort from Kean to which it
appeared West started to
come around the table
towards Kean but was
interrupted by Councillor
Ron Wallace.

C o u n c i l l o r  P h y l l i s
Morris, in charge of the
meeting, was on the verge
o f  e j e c t i n g  b o t h
councillors, when West
announced he had to leave
for medical reasons, and
Kean later apologized.

The issue erupted fol-
lowing a recommendation
that the current position of
deputy mayor remain as
written in the bylaw until
the end of this term.

When the new council
is sworn-in in December, it
was recommended the
clause in the procedural
bylaw be amended to mir-
ror the Municipal Act.

The Act states that
when the head of council
was absent or refused to
act, council could appoint
a member to act in place of
the head of council and
while so such member had
all the powers and duties
of the office.

It was also suggested
that rather than having the
councillor who led the polls
being the acting head of
council there be a rotation
of the role similar to the
way general committee
meetings are chaired.

Councillor Evelyn Buck
said she could support the
first part of the recommen-
dation that council appoint
an acting head when nec-
essary but was opposed to
rotating the position.

Councillor Kean was
opposed to both parts

claiming the use of the
deputy mayor position had
become a tradition and it
should remain for the
councillor topping the polls
as it made the election
more interesting.

Councillor West said
the appointment of the
councillor topping the poll
as deputy mayor had been
started by Councillor
George Timpson and it
should go back the way it
was with council appoint-
ing an acting head when
the mayor was unavail-
able.

And that’s when the
fireworks between he and
Kean started.

The discussion contin-
ued when West left the
meeting.

C o u n c i l l o r  W e n d y
Gaertner said retaining the
position of deputy mayor
was a nice honour and
should be kept. Councillor
Damir Vrancic agreed.

Councillor Bill Hogg
asked what would happen
if both the mayor and
deputy mayor were away
at the same time.

Staff replied it would be
up to council to appoint
one of its own members to
act in such circumstances.

When the vote was
called the recommenda-
tion was defeated 4-3,

resulting in the CAO agree-
ing to reword the section in
accordance with council's
wishes.

In the days of county
council when the voters
elected a mayor and a
reeve, it was normal for
council to appoint the
reeve to act in the place of
the mayor if away from the
municipality or unable to
serve.

With the advent of
regional government, the
position of reeve disap-
peared and council later
adopted the policy of des-
ignating the councillor with
the highest number of
votes to be the acting head
in the absence of the
mayor.

This was enshrined by a
bylaw in the mid 1970s and
the bylaw stipulated that
the position be known as
deputy mayor but the bylaw

was not clear on when the
title could be used.

The issue came to a
head in 2005 when
Councillor Phyllis Morris
used the term when the
mayor was away.

There was a lengthy,
heated discussion at a
general committee meeting
resulting in a 5-4 vote that
the title only be used in the
absence of the mayor.

When the report came
to council, Morris' position
and use of the term was
defended by a delegation
and correspondence
resulting in the report's
recommendation being lost
on a 4-4 vote with
C o u n c i l l o r  B i l l  H o g g
absent.

A subsequent motion
that the issue be referred
to a future review of the
procedural bylaw was
adopted.

High school would be built in town’s east end
Last month the York

Catholic District School
Board sought information
about demolishing five
residential properties
from 230 to 298 on
Wellington Street East for
a new high school.

Aurora’s Heritage
Advisory Committee rec-
ommended to council that
the request for demolition
permits be denied, the
request be forwarded to
the Environmental
Advisory Committee and
the Traffic Safety Advisory
Board and a public meet-
ing be held prior to the
issuance of any permits.

It was also recom-
mended that the resi-
dence at 260 Wellington
Street East be designated
as a heritage building
under the Ontario
Heritage Act.

It was noted that the
saltbox shaped Georgian
cottage was built around
1880 according to the
assessment rolls but
based on architecture, it’s
believed the structure was
built 30-40 years earlier.

The other properties
appear to have been built
during or after the Second
World War and exhibit
characteristics of the
"Victory House" built
under the Veterans Land
Act.

John Sabo, Associate
Director Finance of the
York Catholic District
School Board appeared
before council Tuesday.

He said if the commit-
tee report was adopted, it
would delay the board's
plans and they were will-
ing to work with staff in
order to proceed.

He pointed out that
assembling land was a
new venture of the board
as in addition to the lots
on Wellington Street, they
needed a 17-acre tract of
land to the rear of the
houses stretching north to
the sports bubble and
another property to the
west with frontage on
Industrial Parkway North.

He suggested it would
be a win/win situation for
both the town and the
board as the board would

get a badly needed high
school for Aurora students
from the north part of the
municipality, and it would
clean up that part of
Wellington Street for the
town.

Councillor Ron Wallace
noted that Wellington
Street was a regional road
and wanted to know if it
was necessary to demol-
ish the homes if access to
the property was denied
by the region.

Sabo replied the main
entrance to the school
would be from Industrial
Parkway and it was hoped
to have a right-out and a
right-in on Wellington
Street.

A planner for the board
advised councillors that a
site plan was being pre-
pared to submit with the
application which would
answer council's con-
cerns and they were still
completing the land
assembly.

Councillor Nigel Kean,
a member of the Heritage
Advisory Committee, said
the committee recommen-

dation was based on lim-
ited information available
at that time, and the staff
report was to approve
demolition, but the com-
mittee changed it.

The staff report recom-
mended the owner be
asked to provide a plaque
outlining the history of
the properties in the area,
and the owner be asked
to allow the committee 
to recover significant 
architectural elements 
of 260 Wellington prior 

to demolition.
The delegation was

received and council

approved referring 
the request to the 
committees.

Buck feels volunteers’ wrath
At a recent council

meeting, Councillor Evelyn
Buck was critical of several
items in a report from the
Environmental Advisory
Committee, especially the
role of citizen volunteers
on the committee approv-
ing expenditures of public
funds.

Last week, she planned
to introduce a motion list-
ing expenditures by sever-
al advisory committees
and recommending the
terms of reference for advi-
sory committees be
altered to remove any item
related to expenditures
from citizen members.

However, due to criti-
cism and opposition from
citizen members and com-
ments from councillors,
she said she would with-
draw the motion, rewrite it,
and resubmit at a future
meeting.

In the motion she noted
citizen members of adviso-
ry committees had neither
the responsibility, authority

nor accountability to the
community for public
expenditures.

She also noted that
financial recommendations
contravening town policies
and ignoring approved
budgets had been made
during the current term of
office.

Resident Al Wilson, a
member of several adviso-
ry committees, said it was
a ridiculous motion as all
committee budgets are
approved by council and
staff are available on com-
mittees to ensure that
council policy regarding
expenditures was followed.

Another resident said
the motion was distasteful
as committees didn't
spend money that hadn't
been approved by council.

She indicated council
had more serious issues to
deal with than worry about
the committees. Her com-
ments were greeted with
applause from the audi-
ence in the council cham-

bers.
Susan Walmer

appeared before council
and said it was ironic that
Buck’s comments about
volunteers should be made
during the Week of the
Volunteer.

She also noted that all
expenditures of the
Environmental Advisory
Committee had gone
through the budget
process that had been
approved by council and
the cost of printing a
brochure had been
approved by council.

After using Statistics
Canada information about
the value of volunteers,
she requested an apology
from Councillor Buck and
suggested the councillor
get her facts straight and
treat volunteers with
respect.

Robert Wizeman said
he agreed with Wilson and
Walmer and was disap-
pointed to hear Buck's
comments about volun-
teers.

Councillors reserved
comment until the revised
Buck motion is presented.

“The garden is now fin-
ished and continues to be a
haven for wildlife,” Dierdre
said.

On Wednesday, June 21 -
the first day of summer -
Merlin’s Hollow will team up
with Hillary House for the only
weekday viewing of the gar-
den.

Centre seeks funding
Nestled in the rolling

hills of South Aurora on
Bloomington Road is the
Blue Hills Child and Family
Centre.

The agency has been
helping emotionally dis-
turbed children and adoles-
cents cope with their fami-
lies and the world around
them since 1970 and many
Aurora residents may not
be aware the agency
exists.

Blue Hills focuses on
social and emotional well-
being, primarily for chil-
dren, youth and their fami-
lies and includes residen-
tial and non-residential pro-
grams and provides a
range of children's mental
health services.

Lovanna Sanders,
President of the agency,
appeared before general
committee last week to
seek support in a petition to
the Ontario government to
secure more funding.

The timing was appro-
priate as the following week
had been proclaimed
Children's Mental Health
Week by the World Health
Organization.

She spoke on behalf of
Blue Hills, Kinark Child and
Family Services and the
York Centre for Children
Youth and Families, three
accredited children's men-
tal health agencies serving
York Region.

In York Region, 39,000
children and youth have
treatable mental problems
but the agencies only have
the capacity to serve just
over 5,000.

Last year at Blue Hills,
the agency served more
than 800 children and
youth but there were 230
families on the waiting list
and wait times range from
five to eight months and
longer for some services.

She pointed out that
social services in the
region have been histori-
cally underfunded and
quoted from a report in

which the per capita spend-
ing on children's services
was only 49 per cent of the
provincial average.

Services cannot be
maintained in the face of
another year of frozen base
funding and a 3 per cent
increase would cost each
Ontario taxpayer $2 per
year, she said.

She asked councillors to
endorse the agency's reso-
lution asking the province
to add at least three per
cent to base funding.

Councillor Evelyn Buck
supported the resolution
but wondered if it was
strong enough.

Councillor Ron Wallace

noted that although the
agency had been in Aurora
for over 30 years, many cit-
izens were unaware of the
services provided.

Ms Sanders said Blue
Hills was holding an Open
House June 21 and she
would ensure an invitation
was extended to all mem-
bers of council.

Councillor Damir Vrancic
said he had been a mem-
ber of the volunteer board
of directors and was dis-
mayed by the lack of finan-
cial support.

There was general
agreement and the Blue
Hills resolution was adopt-
ed as presented.

OMB will let MOE
decide noise level

Aurora Cable Internet
(ACI) will be allowed to erect
turbines on its Ridge Road
property, but it will be up to
the Ministry of Environment
(MOE) to decide if they’re
too noisy.

Following an Ontario
Municipal Board (OMB)
hearing recently, it was
decided three turbines and a
shipping container could go
on the ACI’s 11-acre site at
the end of Ridge Road, but
the OMB deferred the noise
issue to the Ministry of
Environment.

Several neighbouring
residents had appealed an
Aurora Committee of
Adjustment decision to the
OMB.

In its concluding remarks,
the Board noted, “that if the
proposal requires substantial
revision in order to comply
with Ministry of Environment
noise guidelines, a new
application would have to be
made to the Committee of
Adjustment providing an
opportunity for adjacent resi-
dents to consider any pro-
posal substantially different
from the one to which they
objected”.

The board dismissed
most of the appeal, including
the issue of visibility.

Neighbours argued the
turbines, that would be
installed on 18-metre towers
and would require the

removal of four poplar trees,
would be visible.

The Committee of
Adjustment, in approving
ACI’s request, said the tur-
bines and shipping container
had to be set back a mini-
mum of 50 metres from any
property line.

That happened at a meet-
ing last September, and sev-
eral area residents appealed
the decision to the OMB,
which heard the appeal in
March.

“The Board understands

that the proposal requires a
Certificate of Approval, which
will include a noise assess-
ment,” the Board said in
handing down its decision.
“In the Board’s view, the
MOE and not the Board
should make the final deter-
mination regarding compli-
ance with Ministry guide-
lines.”

Regarding visual impact,
the Board noted it did not
hear “convincing evidence
that the variance should be
refused on that basis alone”.

Aurora Town Council wishes to provide the residents of Aurora with current detailed 
information regarding the development of a Sports Field Use Policy associated with Town owned
outdoor sports fields.

The Department of Leisure Services has been unwavering in terms of the support and assistance
that is continually provided to all sporting groups. Staff also feels very confident in the level 
of communication and consultation extended to all sporting groups and to the collaborative 
agreement between the AYSC and the Town of Aurora.

DETAILS REGARDING THE FIELD AVAILABILITY 
IN AURORA AND THE SPORTS FIELD USE POLICY

•  The Sports Field Use Policy applies to all sports groups, however, the Aurora Youth Soccer
Club (AYSC) has raised issues regarding the policy.

•  The Town of Aurora and the AYSC have come to a mutual agreement regarding the AYSC’s 
playing field concerns and the Sports Field Use Policy has been revised and approved by
Council on March 28, 2006. The revised policy ensures the same level of play in 2006 and 2007
as was available prior to the Policy being developed.

•  The Town of Aurora subsidizes the AYSC as the league is charged by the hours played 
so it is easy to determine the subsidized level.

•  The Sports Policy states that allocation of parks and sports fields, facilities and block bookings
will be given to youth organizations being first priority provided their membership is comprised 
of 80% Aurora residents. The AYSC is over the set percentage of out of town players.

•  Aurora Town Council prides itself in working with all sporting groups in all matters of interest.
Council has an ongoing commitment to funding capital and maintenance programs and 
to working closely with all user groups.

•  The Leisure Services Department explores every possible option and opportunity to promote
and encourage the youth of the community to be involved in minor sports. This is a direct result
of Council approving the construction of one new senior soccer pitch at Optimists Park in 2004,
the Soccer Bubble in 2005 and the installation of new lights at Sheppard’s Bush soccer field 
in 2006.

•  Council supports all user groups to the best of their ability with the resources available and 
in fact, enters into use agreements with the private sector to assist in obtaining additional 
facilities when possible (e.g. Magna property use, former Aurora Conference Centre, Cousins
Land).

•  In early January, our staff attended a meeting with the staff at York Region District School
Board (YRDSB). At that meeting our staff were presented with a Draft Shared Field Use
Agreement and were advised that the YRDSB would require the Town to execute the Agreement
prior to the 2006 playing field season. Several discussions were held regarding the shared use
agreement and the Town and YRDSB could not come to a satisfactory agreement. In response,
Town staff recommended not entering into a shared use agreement with YRDSB. YRDSB and
the AYSC were to directly discuss permitting AYSC to use the YRDSB playing field in hopes 
of coming to an agreement.

Memo provides hope
for continued funding

In 1995 a group of
Aurora citizens created 
the Aurora Community
Arboretum program to
work with Leisure Services
to “green” the municipality
by planning trees and
shrubs.

The Arboretum or tree
museum was planned to
encompass 100 acres of
town-owned land along the
East Holland River Valley
between Wellington Street
and the St. John's
Sideroad and be a place
where trees and woody
plants could be grown for
educational and scientific
purposes.

A Master Plan was
developed to cover the
entire 100 acres which was
presented to the Leisure
Services Advisory
Committee last October
and endorsed.

When the report came
to council, it was returned
to the committee for more
information.

Funding was a major
concern at the time.

Last March the final ver-
sion of the Master Plan
was presented to the advi-
sory committee and
endorsed with a recom-
mendation that $100,000
be committed per year for
a 10-year period and
$91,800 for the first year.

Following the presenta-
tion, Councillor John West
proposed the Master Plan
be adopted and the

request for $91,800 be
referred to staff for inclu-
sion in the 2007 budget as
funds were not in the 2006
budget.

An amendment was
made to his motion that
staff be asked to try and
find the funds in 2006 and
bring back a report which
was adopted by council.

At a subsequent meet-
ing staff recommended
council approve the
$91,800 funding from the
2005 surplus estimated at
$1.3 million and approve
funding for the following
nine years subject to budg-
et deliberations.

Councillor West was
adamant that council
couldn't commit future
councils to the proposed
funding plan and said he
could not support using the
2005 surplus to fund the
first year requirement of
$91,800.

A f te r  cons ide rab le
debate, council adopted

the West motion that the
funding request for
$91,800 from the 2005 
surplus be denied.

His request to deny
funding for the remaining
years was defeated and a
subsequent motion was
adopted that the request
be considered during 2007
budget deliberations.

In a memo to last
week’s general committee
meeting, Councillor West
wrote that he had to leave
the meeting before the final
outcome of the funding
was finalized.

In the memo he 
suggested efforts be made
to find a donor to fund the
$91,800 for the first phase
and that area be named in
honour of the  donor.

But since the councillor
had left the meeting before
his memo was introduced,
it was referred to a future
meeting.

T h a t  m e e t i n g  i s
expected to happen soon.

Council reviews setup
of its meeting agendas

During the current
review of Aurora Council’s
procedural bylaw, town
staff recommended three
changes in the order of
business for council meet-
ings.

It was recommended
that the terminology enti-
tled “In Camera” in the
order of business be
amended to read “Closed
Session”.

It was also recom-
mended that the terminol-
ogy Other Business -
Councillors be amended
to read New
B u s i n e s s / G e n e r a l
Information - Councillors
and Chief Administrative
Officer.

A new provision would
be added to the bylaw
stating that any new busi-
ness and general informa-
tion considerations that
result in a direction to
staff requires a resolution
of council and/or commit-
tee to authorize such
direction.

It was also recom-
mended that “Open
Forum” become a part of
the formal order of busi-
ness of council and the
provision should read that
any ratepayer of the town
is entitled to make a dep-
utation to council on mat-
ters that are not on the
agenda provided the max-
imum time allotted is five
minutes for each speaker
and the total time for all
speakers be limited to 20
minutes.

The change in termi-
nology to “closed session”
was adopted without
debate.

Questions were asked,
however, about the timing
of the New
B u s i n e s s / G e n e r a l
Information on the agen-
da as by the time it was
currently introduced
towards the end of the
agenda, most of the pub-
lic had left the council
chambers.

It was suggested staff

investigate the recommen-
dation again.

A question was also
asked as to the rationale
of adding the CAO to the
section.

CAO John Rogers said
it was common in other
municipalities as there
were occasions when staff
members had an item to
bring forward.

Councillor John West, a
constant critic of the sec-
tion, said it was never
intended to be wide open
the way it has developed
but was designed for
members of council to ask
questions, not to make
motions.

Councillor Nigel Kean
disagreed saying mem-
bers of council should be
able to congratulate indi-
viduals and groups at the
meeting and agreed that it
should be earlier in the
meeting.

Staff pointed out that
the section was never
meant for making motions
as that was contrary to the
Notice of Motion policy,
which was designed to
alert other members of
council that a potential
motion would be present-
ed

There was little agree-
ment and with a 4-4 vote
the item was referred to a
future meeting for further
discussion.

With regard to the
Open Forum, Councillor
Ron Wallace said it was a
unique idea and
expressed concern about
imposing a time limit on
speakers.

Councillor Evelyn Buck
said that Open Forum was
meant to be informal and
previously was held half
an hour prior to the time of
the council meeting and
was never intended to be
part of the meeting.

Concern was
expressed about limiting
Open Forum just to
ratepayers, but councillors
agreed that five minutes
was sufficient as it could
be extended by council if
required.

They supported Open
Forum being part of the
meeting.

There was general
agreement that the speak-
er should be a resident or
a representative of a local
agency.

Councillor Wendy
Gaertner supported Open
Forum being part of the
meeting and included in
the minutes.

There was general
agreement that Open
Forum would last for 20
minutes prior to the meet-
ing and be open to
ratepayers or representa-
tives with no time limit.

Open Forum was
adopted by Aurora Council
in 1972 for a three-month
trial period and was intro-
duced by former
Councillor Len Ostick.

Currently, a Winnipeg
resident, Ostick picked up
the idea while attending a
conference of the Good
Roads Association of
Ontario.

Open Forum has con-
tinued since then, except
at municipal election time.

No big surprises 
in Throne Speech

Defibrillator training
starting this month 

In response to an item that
appeared in The Auroran’s
Rumours and Ramblings col-
umn as to what had hap-
pened to the Defibrillation pro-
gram, Councillor Nigel Kean
raised the question recently.

He was told there were
two defibrillators on hand and
two coming from the “Mikey
Network”, staff training will get
underway in May and the
equipment should be avail-
able in four facilities in June.

One defibrillator each will
be placed in the Seniors’
Centre, the Community
Centre, Leisure Complex and
the new Recreation Centre.

It was last November
when Councillor Kean asked
about the status of the pro-
gram.

Staff replied that they were
working with a group to obtain
two free defibrillators and a
training program would be
established before Christmas
as it was a high priority pro-
gram.

Councillor Kean pointed
out that money had been
included in the budget to pur-
chase the defibrillators and
questioned why they had not
been purchased.

He was told funds that had
been included in the budget
were being used for training.

This did not satisfy
Councillor Kean and council
supported his request for a full
report to be prepared for a
general committee meeting.

The report provided an
understanding of the
Automated External
Defibrillator (AED) and its
operation as well as providing
information of action taken to
date.

Last October the Mikey
Network, an operation estab-
lished by Heathwood Homes
and The Heron Group of
Companies in memory of a
business partner, agreed to
donate two Lifepak CRplus
Defibrillators and once initial
training was complete the
defibrillators would be deliv-

ered.
The organization had

requested that the defibrilla-
tors be placed in the Seniors’
Centre and the Recreation
Complex.

The report was received
as information without com-
ment or discussion.

It is believed that as many
as 40,000 Canadians, includ-
ing 1,000 York residents, die
every year from sudden 
cardiac arrest.

As it has been in the past, Aurora’s annual senior
citizens’ sale was a huge success Saturday, as
hundreds snapped up the varied bargains avail-
able. It’s the first time the sale was held in the sen-
iors’ new building on Municipal Drive, and the
spacious room was filled with items for sale.

The old computers will continue and prosper in different loca-
tions in the Centre, as viable alternatives for various interests, pur-
suits and diversions, including computer games and hopefully
interactive games.

These recreations and diversions pump blood through the
brain, they break barriers down effortlessly, and seniors are bet-
ter for it.

The new computer equipment will be used for teaching and for
personal activities, and that includes use by novices, not just
experienced members.

As a general rule we do not allow storage of personal infor-
mation on the ASA computers.

The normal procedure is to produce personal work, and then
print it, or save the work to a floppy disc or CD, or better still, just
e-mail it to a computer back home.

Information tends to be saved and forgotten, with the result
that in the past, our computers became clogged.

We plan to install software that will allow us to restore the com-
puters from time to time, to a former pristine condition, and we
hope and expect this to maintain the computers in the condition
we want them to remain.

RUMOURS AND RAMBLINGS

When Tetra Pak opened in Aurora
It was in September, 1983, when the Swedish firm

Tetra Pak held its official groundbreaking ceremony in
Aurora for the construction of a 50,000-square foot, $20
million first phase of its first Canadian plant.

The Inauguration Dinner was held at the Ontario
Science Centre the following month with numerous
guests including Ola Ullsten, Swedish Ambassador to
Canada.

After dinner, the guests were entertained and danced
to the music of Norm Bernard and Ultimate Sound.

It was pointed out that Aurora was selected because it
was close to major markets, easy road and rail access,
co-operation of town officials and the close relationship
the town has with Sweden after twinning with Leksand.

In March, 1988, King Carl XVI Gustaf and Queen Silvia
of Sweden visited Aurora for the official groundbreaking
ceremony for the firm's $25 million expansion program.

As a memento of the Royal couple’s visit to Aurora,
Deputy Mayor George Timpson presented them with a
commemorative plate of some of the town's historical
landmarks by Aurora artist Dorothy Clark McClure to mark
1988 as Aurora's Centennial as a town.

Then in November, 1996, Tetra Pak officials
announced the plant was closing and moving its operation
to Texas to optimize North American manufacturing
capacity and reduce operating costs.

The Aurora plant ceased operations in June, 1997.
Currently, the huge Vandorf Sideroad building is used

by Van Rob Stampings.

NO FRILLS OPENS

Aurora's former Loblaws store in the Aurora Shopping
Centre was converted to a No Frills store in May, 1985.

On hand for the official opening were No Frills senior
director Mike Lewis,  store manager John Dalesandro,
district manager Peter Fisher, general manager Jim
Greco and then Mayor Dick Illingworth.

BANKING ON CANADA

Rick Arlt, founder of the national debt fighting Bank on
Canada Campaign believed that Canadians must feel
patriotic about the nation in order to improve its future.

In July, 1991, his campaign with the support of local
businesses, awarded a dinner and show for two at Hotel
Aurora to Jack and Jean Moore of Wenderley Drive for fly-
ing the Canadian flag in front of their home.

John and Micheline Thompson of Crawford Rose Drive
won a dinner for two at the Trio Restaurant for flying the
Canadian flag in the side yard of their home.

JUST IN CASE YOU FORGOT

It was October 4, 1993, when Bell Canada changed
the area code from 416 to 905 for the area outside
Toronto, including Aurora.

Toronto subscribers retained the 416 area code exclu-
sively.

As growth and the introduction of the fax machine and
cell phones had doubled the demand over the previous
few years, the switch to a new area code became neces-
sary.

It wasn't long before people living in the 905 area
became known as "905ers" and Toronto residents as
"416ers".

FROM SWEET SMELLS TO OUTSIDE STORAGE

Aurora oldtimers will recall the sweet smells of bread
and pastry emanating from Scanlon's Bakery on Yonge
Street in downtown Aurora.

The store opened in 1880 by Richard and William
Scanlon, two Irish immigrants.

Around the late 1920s the business was taken over by
one of Scanlon's daughters, Mary, and her husband
Charles Peterson.

Under the Petersons the bakery expanded to 15 stores
and until World War II home delivery was made in the
local area.

In the early 1960s the company was taken over by Gib
Smith and William Williams and in 1967 as a Centennial
project the whole operation was switched over to making
butter tarts and soon Granny's Butter Tarts were being
shipped all over the province.

The demand was so great a new plant was construct-
ed on Industrial Parkway and the Yonge Street store was
closed after 89 years of operation.

The new owner opened The Yonge Street Warehouse
and used the rear portion of the property as an open stor-
age area for restaurant supplies including metal coolers,
sinks and some automobiles contrary to the zoning bylaw.

In July, 1984, the owner was charged by the town but
defence solicitor Barry Switzer challenged Justice of the
Peace Ivan Bates on the basis on a recent Supreme
Court decision and the case was postponed until
September.

It dragged on with continuing complaints from neigh-
bours until the business closed.

Finally in December, 1997, part of Aurora history died
when the new owner demolished the long neglected build-
ing to make way for a new apartment/retail complex.

WHAT HAPPENED?

At a council meeting in March, 2005, a question was
asked about an update on the letters that had been
requested be sent to developers along Yonge Street ask-
ing them to clean up their properties.

Staff replied that the letters had been sent to the own-
ers of the four identified properties but no action had been
taken, resulting in other letters sent out under the Clean
Yards Bylaw giving the owners seven days in which to
comply.

What happened?
Last October, Aurora Council endorsed a recommen-

dation from the Aurora Heritage Advisory Committee to
recommend to the Ontario Heritage Foundation that cer-
tain sites and people be nominated for awards under the
Heritage Community Recognition Program.

What happened?

LITTLE CHANGE

In May, 1989, in a report to the provincial government,
the Regional Government’s Task Force Report on the dete-
riorating state of provincial and municipal roads was pre-
sented to provincial officials by York Region Chairman
Eldred King.

The strongly worded document pointed out there was no
time for delay if regional and provincial residents wanted to
maintain their standard of living and quality of life and busi-
nesses to remain viable.

Among the suggestions for the province to consider was
a dedicated fuel tax to help pay for expansion and mainte-
nance of roads and the report listed the current state of the
roadways and resultant gridlock.

Not much has changed over the years.
While a portion of the fuel tax is now available, the 

condition of the roads and the gridlock remain.
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Deadline set for fund applications
The Aurora Arts and

Culture Fund was estab-
lished to promote artistic
and cultural activities in the
municipality, by providing
grants for specific projects.

Citizens are invited to
submit nominations for
worthy individuals and
Aurora-based organiza-
tions needing financial
assistance from the Fund
to promote their projects.

Nominations should
outline the nature and gen-
eral activities of the individ-
ual/group and the specific
use to be made of the
grant.

Due to the large number
of applications received
each year, the amount of
the grants may vary and
the total yearly distribution
is approximately $10,000.

Deadline for application
is June 16, with decisions
made by July 31.

Cheques are presented
at a council meeting early
in September.

Applications, which are

available at the Town Hall,
are to be submitted to the
Arts and Culture Fund, c/o
Mayor Tim Jones.

It all started in 1973
when the late David
Merkur, owner of the
Aurora Shopping Centre,
donated $10,000 to the
town to establish the Arts
and Culture Fund for indi-
viduals or groups to be
paid over a 10-year period
at $1,000 a year.

Theatre Aurora and the
Aurora and District
Historical Society were the
first recipients.

Merkur said Aurora citi-

zens had been good to him
and the merchants in the
shopping centre and he
wanted to give something
back to the community.

He invited other busi-
nesses to join him in con-
tributing to the fund.

Ten years later, Merkur
increased the grant to
$25,000 to be paid out at
$2,500 annually and he
was still hopeful others
would join him.

In March, 1988, he
increased the amount to
$50,000 over a 10-year
period at $5,000 per year.

During the mid 1980s,

Joe Lebovic of Lebovic
Enterprises, a developer in
Aurora, joined the fund
with matching contribu-
tions.

In May 2004 during
the planning of the new
recreation complex, it
was suggested council
consider a system that
would provide energy
avoidance benefits.

The suggested sys-
tem was known as
Leadership in Energy
and Environmental
Design.

Town staff was asked
to investigate the new
system.

Council later adopted
the Ecochill system
which enhanced the con-
ventional glycol system
with added heavy recov-
ery features.

The additional cost
was shown as $123,200
with an estimated
$65,700 annual cost
reduction and a payback
of 1.9 years.

At last week’s general
committee meeting,
Leisure Services
Director Allan Downey
said the town was suc-
cessful in qualifying for
the Ministry of Natural
Resources, Commercial
Building Incentive Plan.

As a result of the new
technology and energy
efficient design incorpo-
rated into the new recre-

ational complex, the
town received a cheque
for $48,000 which repre-
sents 80 per cent of a
total payment of
$60,000. The remaining
$12,000 will be paid
upon completion of the
complex.

The Ministry program
recognized the town's
commitment to energy
efficient design and

reduction in operating
costs.
