
Bleeding good show
Aurora and Newmarket fire officials, York Regional Police, and

members of the Emergency Medical Service (EMS) outdid them-
selves by giving more blood than expected during this summer's
emergency services blood donor challenge, 'Sirens for Life'.

Due to the overwhelming support of police, fire and EMS employ-
ees, their friends and family, 1275 units of blood were collected over
the entire Central Ontario region amounting in an amazing 116 per
cent of its original 1100 unit target.

In York Region, police donated 131 units, fire 70 units, and EMS 70
units.

Towers get facelift

Morris to announce on birthday
Aurora Councillor Phyllis

Morris will use her birthday to
announce her intentions in the
upcoming municipal election, but
few will be surprised at her choice.

It’s expected that Councillor
Morris will become the third per-
son in the race for Aurora Mayor,
with an announcement expected
Wednesday, Sept. 27, her birth-
day.

She’s not, she told The
Auroran, worried about the three-
way split that would be created
with her, Mayor Tim Jones and
Councillor Nigel Kean all seeking
the top spot.

If re-elected Mayor Jones
would begin his fifth term as
mayor of Aurora.

Councillor Kean started his

political career by challenging the
mayor his first time out and losing.
He finished second when he ran
for council in the last election.

“Mayor Jones has worn out his
welcome in Aurora,” Councillor
Morris said, “and Councillor Kean
doesn’t have the traction to win.”

She believes Jones and Kean
will split the vote, making her an
easy winner.

Tradition says the incumbent is
the likely one to succeed, with
challengers splitting the vote.

“I don’t believe a three-way
split will hurt me,” she said.

However, while it was not 
official at press time that
Councillor Morris would seek the
mayor’s chair, if she did, it would
leave an unprecedented six

vacant seats on council, available
to 12 newcomers, so far.

“I can’t say if I’m running until
I’m a candidate,” Ms Morris said,
noting she planned to file papers
on her birthday. “But I’m giving it
serious consideration because so
many people have asked me to
run.”

Meanwhile, numerous phone
calls to former town employee and
councillor Norm Weller have
caused him to change his mind,
and seek a seat in the election.

And former councillor Evelina
McEachren submitted papers late
Friday indicating she wants to
return to council.

One other candidate - Bryan
Moir - also signed up for a crack at
a council seat.

Mayor names centre “Stronach”
A heated exchange

between Councillor Nigel
Kean, a candidate for
mayor, and Mayor Tim
Jones resulted at last
week’s general committee
following the mayor's
announcement at the
Magna Hoedown that the
new recreation centre
would be named the
“Stronach Centre”.

The announcement was
made without any prior 
discussion or approval by
council and members were
critical of the mayor for his
actions.

While there was gener-
al agreement that Mr.
Stronach was a worthy cit-
izen and he and Magna
International had done a
lot for Aurora and while
there was no wish to
embarrass the family, it
was pointed out that coun-
cil had a naming policy and
it had not been followed.

Last April, the mayor
announced that he and Mr.
Stronach had had talks
regarding the importance
of capital funding to help
the recreation complex
and Mr. Stronach agreed
to donate an annual sum
of $400,000 over five years
to help retire the debt on
the facility.

At the time, council
agreed to review the nam-
ing rights policy and provi-
sions consistent with that
policy to ensure Mr.
Stronach and Magna were
appropriately recognized
for the $2 million donation.

The policy clearly
states that sponsorship
and naming opportunities
are subject to council
approval and that when

Attendance
request
for council
is denied

In the life of nearly every
council prior to a municipal
election, there is a request for
councillors’ attendance
records.

Last week at a general
committee Councillor Evelyn
Buck wanted the subject of
attendance records on the
agenda.

Her motion suggested it
was appropriate for a record of
attendance for council, public
planning and committee
meetings to become part of
the public record prior to the
November election.

However, Councillor Nigel
Kean said maintenance of
attendance records had been
previously discussed and it
was very time consuming for
staff.

He said that since being a
councillor was not considered
a full-time job, some had other
jobs and occasionally it was
necessary to miss meetings
due to business reasons.

Councillor Buck said she
made the request on behalf of
the public and had no improp-
er motive for doing so.

The motion was defeated
with Mayor Tim Jones and
Councillor Buck in support.

council's approval has been
obtained, the Chief
Administrative Officer will
prepare a formal agree-
ment.

Councillor Damir Vrancic
requested information as to
whether any commitment
had been given to Mr.
Stronach or Magna in
recognition of the donation
and received council 
support for the mayor to
provide a report of his 
conversations at a private
meeting of council.

At the general commit-
tee meeting a staff report
was presented recom-
mending that Mr.
Stronach's donation of $2
million be accepted with
gratitude and that the funds
be applied to the capital
obligations for the facility.

It was also recommend-
ed that negotiations for
appropriate recognition for
Mr. Stronach's donation
proceed in accordance with
the Facility Naming Rights
Policy.

Councillor Kean, as well
as other members of coun-
cil, expressed concern that
normal procedures had not
taken place and questions
were asked what negotia-
tions where necessary as
the mayor had already
committed the town to 
naming the facility the
Stronach Centre.

Staff replied that it was
still necessary to discuss
the terms of the payments
and the length of time for
the naming rights and other
details and it was agreed
for staff to submit a further

report to a private session
of council.

Mayor Jones, during the
heated discussion, called
Councillor Kean “an idiot”,
but quickly apologized.

Elected office is a sacred trust,
Committed to do their best;
But when they get personal, 

They've failed to pass the test!

September 29th is the last day to register for the November
13th municipal election and it is always a mystery why people
run for public office, especially at the municipal level, where the
pay and the perks are nowhere near like they are at the provin-
cial and federal levels.

It has been said that the federal government has all the
money and a few of the problems, with the provincial govern-
ment having some of the problems and some of the money,
while the municipal level has all the problems and none of the
money.

In the past, people usually offered themselves for the per-
plexities and pleasures of public office because they had con-
cerns about their community.

In some case it could be for more recreational facilities, bet-
ter roads, the environment or a hundred and one other rea-
sons.

It used to be said that only three groups of people ran for
public office: those who wanted to pay something back to their
community, the unemployed, and others who had an axe to
grind.

If elected, they soon found their axe was pretty dull when
other issues were considered.

One of the best descriptions for seeking public office was
defined by Nelson Rockefeller in 1964.

He said, "I came to the conclusion that if you really wanted
to have a say in the future of this country, the only way to do it
is to get into elective office because that's where the decisions
are made, and I want to have a voice where decisions are
made".

In those days politicians never ran for municipal office seek-
ing power or money as until the early 1970s the province set
the salaries for local politicians based on population.

In the 1960s that honorarium for a member of Aurora
Council was about $250 a year with the mayor double that
amount.

Today it's different as salaries have increased substantially.
By 2003 the mayor was receiving $40,642 plus allowances

and more than $40,000 from the region and council members
received $17,851 plus allowances and benefits and a commit-
tee has been established to study salary levels.

It may be that the higher remuneration may be an added
incentive to run for public office in addition to community serv-
ice for some, and it may be a reason to seek election and re-
election year after year.

But it's the peoples' choice.
In our democratic system, the public has the right to deter-

mine who will represent them in the coming term by casting a
secret ballot during the election.

It is unfortunate that so few people take advantage of their
franchise, with the average turnout in municipal elections in the
low 30 per cent range.

Not only that but people who run for public office and lose
on their first attempt, seldom run again.

In the months leading up to the election some new candi-
dates attend a few council or committee meetings, but, if
defeated, never show up again.

This is unfortunate, because the high ideals or the prob-
lems and concerns that caused them to run in the first place,
are usually still present.

It is also unfortunate that politicians, at all levels of govern-
ment, have sunk to a new low with only 14 per cent of the
respondents to a recent poll indicated they trusted their politi-
cian.

Used car salesmen rated 19 per cent, while firefighters and
nurses topped the list in the high 90s.

Some interested people say they couldn't put up with the
petty bickering, nit-picking and personal attacks that is carried
on at council meetings.

There is bound to be disagreement among people with
strong points of view, but disagreement need not mean disor-
der or chaos.

This is where a strong procedural bylaw is required and a
chairman who enforces it fairly and equitably.

It must be understood that once a decision has been made
by a majority vote of council it is a council decision and
whether you agree with it or not, the decision stands and is to
be supported.

On November 13th vote and vote wisely as it's for a four-
year term.

These lands are current-
ly for sale and area resi-
dents would like the Town to
purchase this property and
turn it into a protected area
for wildlife.

There is no other area
like it in south Aurora as it is
the last piece of undevel-
oped land.

The Town of Aurora has
received a 'windfall' from the
sale of Aurora Hydro and
has held public meetings
asking what Aurora citizens
wish them to do with this
money.

The McClenny Drive

Ratepayers Association
attended these public meet-
ings and expressed the
desire to see the town use
some of its windfall to pur-
chase this property.

As part of the Town's
Strategic Plan, protection of
green space is placed as a
high priority and this pur-
chase would go a long way
towards achieving the
Town's goals of a greener
Aurora.

At the Sept. 19 meeting,
our chairperson gave an
excellent presentation of
our hopes for this property
and presented the council
with a petition asking for the
preservation of these lands.

The council then pro-
ceeded to begin an almost
two hour debate about the
legality and morality of

whether they could or
should debate whether they
could or should make an
amendment to an amend-
ment about whether they
could use any of the monies
from the sale of Aurora
Hydro. Sound confusing?

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Recently, Prime Minister Stephen Harper was in Richmond Hill for
a "meet and greet" with members of various Conservative-riding
associations.

On the way into the hotel I bumped in to a long time friend.He had
been elected as a Member of Parliament in the January 23rd federal
election.

We spoke in the foyer of the hotel and then we both proceeded to
the ballroom. Security was posted at the foot of the stairs; you need-
ed a ticket to get past this point. I passed my ticket to the security per-
son; my friend did not have a ticket and told the security gentleman
(also a party volunteer) that he was an MP and that, although he did
not have a ticket, he had been told to pick his name badge upstairs.

The security gent, after some hesitation said okay.
I turned to my friend and said that security is tighter here than at

Parliament Hill.He laughed.
I was near Queen's Park this past May on business.What struck

me most about this was that it was an absolutely beautiful day - warm
and sunny, with tons of tourists milling about in front of the buildings.
Other than the odd double take when Opposition Leader John Tory
walked by, our elected members were pretty much left alone as they
strode into the House.

The point of these two examples is that, on the surface at least,
former Prime Minister Pierre Trudeau had it partly right with his throw
away line about elected representatives being nobodies 150 feet out-
side the parliament buildings.

He was correct in his usage of "nobodies" when he meant mem-
bers are not instantly recognizable by the public once they get away
from Parliament Hill.

The voting public doesn't usually see the committee work or the
important constituency business that elected representatives do on a
day-to-day basis.

Another tangible product of individual politician’s efforts, but often

overlooked, is through the introduction of private members bills.
Here is a quick run down of the process at the provincial level:
The individual member drafts and then introduces his respective

bill at Queen's Park.After first reading in the House, the bill is then put
into a lottery system with other private member initiatives.The lottery
system provides a date for the bill to be sent for second reading and
debate.

When the House is in session, private members’business is dealt
with Thursdays for four hours followed by question period.

During this period, time is set aside for a debate on two private
member bills.The member who introduces the bill gets 15 minutes to
state his case.

However, rarely do bills get passed at this stage for one reason or
another, mostly to do with - you got it - politics.

If a bill does past this stage, it is put before a Standing Committee,
such as the Legislative Committee, where it undergoes further scruti-
ny.

After this, the bill is sent back to the Legislature for Third Reading
and debate.If it is passed, the bill receives Royal Assent and becomes
law.

Since the provincial liberals assumed power in 2003, some 255
private members bills have been initiated, but only 12 have passed. I
suspect a similar success rate under previous regimes.

After briefly reviewing some of the bills before the House, I can
understand why the failure rate is so high.

My personal favourite is from a PC member who wants to recog-
nize Meaford as the apple capital of Ontario.

Another "winner" is from a Liberal member who wants the first
Wednesday in October to be celebrated as Hamilton Day.

This bill, according to Hansard, "provides a perfect day for
Hamiltonians and Ontarians to celebrate and pay respect to a city that
has provided so much to Ontario and to Canada."

But there are certainly private member bills out there worthy of
consideration.

Take the initiatives put forward by long-time Aurora resident Frank
Klees for example.

Mr. Klees, a former cabinet minister, currently is the Progressive
Conservative MPP for Oak Ridges.He will be nominated Oct.4 as the
PC candidate for Newmarket Aurora (at press time, neither the
Liberals or NDP had yet nominated a candidate for the 2007 provin-
cial election).

Since 2003 Mr. Klees has introduced 12 private members bills,
although none has passed.

The two most important of his 12 are Bill 67, Organ and Tissue
Donation Mandatory Declaration Act and Bill 112, the Street Racing
Act.

Bill 67 requires that a health card or driver's license cannot be
"issued or renewed unless the person specifies what uses are to be
made of the person's organs or that specifies that the person is unde-
cided about specifying such uses."

The Street Racing Act "authorizes a police officer to suspend the
driver's license of a person for 48 hours, or impound, for 48 hours, the
vehicle the person is driving, if the police officer has reason to believe
the person has driven the vehicle in a race."

The Street Racing Bill was voted down just before the summer
recess.

The Organ donation bill went through second reading and was
passed unanimously with all party support before the House
adjourned for the summer.

It now is set to go before Committee when the House resumes
this week.We should watch this proceeding with interest.

Nokiidaa trail serves 
three communities

It was back in 1999
when Newmarket’s Mayor
Tom Taylor met with Ernie
Crossland to discuss the
possibility of developing a
trail that today serves
Aurora, as well as other
locations in York Region.

After some discussion,
it was decided that,
because there were fed-
eral and provincial fund-
ing opportunities avail-
able, a committee should
be formed to work on the
development of a trail
along the East Holland
River, from its headwa-
ters at the south end of
Aurora, through Aurora,
Newmarket and East
Gwillimbury and ending
at Lake Simcoe.

Today, that 35-kilome-
tre stretch of trail is called
“Nokiidaa”, which means
“walking together”.

The general consen-
sus was not simply to
develop the trail, but to
also address the issues
of conservation and envi-
ronment as well as the
historical significance,
aboriginal interest and
educational opportuni-
ties.

With the new plan in
mind, contact was made
with the Trillium
Foundation to discuss
possible funding opportu-
nities.

Their input was critical
as a suggestion came for-
ward saying success was
more probable if a more
collaborative group was
involved with the plan-
ning.

As a result, the size of
the committee increased
from six to 14, with help
from four are Lions Clubs
- Aurora, Newmarket,
North Newmarket and
Holland Landing.

Application for a grant
was successful with
$375,000 being received
over a five-year period.

Other grant applica-
tions were also success-
ful.

Three 10-ton granite
boulders, funded and
donated by the Lions
Clubs, were placed in

Aurora, Newmarket and
East Gwillimbury.

In addition to the work
done by the Nokiidaa Trail
Association Committee,
the three communities
have spent a considerable
amount of time and
money making improve-
ments to the trail with
paving, lighting, parking,
drainage and boardwalks.

Currently, there are

plans to construct and
install kiosk-type struc-
tures, one in each com-
munity.

The committee contin-
ues to work with Aurora
and Newmarket to com-
plete that portion of the
trail between St. John’s
Sideroad and Mulock
Drive, where there is the
possibility of another tun-
nel.

Last week, Ernie
Crossland, president and
founder of the Nokiidaa
Trail Association present-
ed incoming president
Harold Sellers with an
engraved walking stick,
that will remain the prop-
erty of the Nokiidaa Trail
Association, to be used by
each president during that
particular term of office.

Aurora Hydro sale funds
still causing controversy

Aurora Council is still having
problems deciding what to do
with the proceeds of the sale of
Aurora Hydro to PowerStream
which was finally approved by
the Ontario Energy Board last
November.

But a group from Aurora’s
south end knows what it would
do with the money. It would
have the Town buy vacant land
on Henderson Drive, to prevent
it from being sold to a develop-
er.

Spokespeople at last
week’s committee meeting
were disappointed with the
treatment they received when
one attempted to ask a ques-
tion during committee delibera-
tions.

Prior to the OEB decision,
council adopted a motion that a
reserve fund be established
and only to use the funds
according to an approved crite-
ria and that any approval of the
re-allocation of funds be by a
vote of not less than two-thirds
of the entire council, and that
the public be involved in setting
the criteria.

Last December, staff rec-
ommended that before hearing
from the public, council should
determine the objectives it was
trying to achieve with the $34.5
million proceeds.

As Richmond Hill had gone
through a similar process when
they sold their hydro utility,
council agreed to follow their
consultative process.

In January, council adopted
a staff recommendation that
David Weldon, former CAO of
Richmond Hill, be engaged as
a facilitator at a rate of $150 per
hour plus mileage.

In March, he appeared
before council to outline his pro-
posal.

Some councillors said the
exercise was a waste of time
and money as the Hydro sale
proceeds were needed to meet
the $68 million shortfall
revealed in the Capital Asset
Management Plan, but the
Weldon proposal was adopted.

During the public consulta-
tive process, suggestions
included the purchase of the
Henderson lands across from
Salamander Pond, the planting
of more trees, preventing tax
increases, subsidizing high util-
ity costs, replacing infrastruc-

ture and spending only the
interest without touching the
principal.

Weldon recommended
council establish a “State of
Good Repair Reserve” with 80
to 90 per cent of the proceeds
to maintain the infrastructure in
good repair and the balance be
used to fund new capital proj-
ects not covered by other rev-
enues.

To ensure compliance with
the Municipal Act, he suggest-
ed council rescind its motion
requiring that any re-allocation
of funds had to be approved by
a two-thirds vote of the entire
council.

There was general dissatis-
faction of the report by mem-
bers of council and it was finally
agreed to refer the issue to staff
for a report to general commit-
tee.

In that report staff also rec-

ommended that the two-thirds
majority of the entire council
was too restrictive.

With the absence of
Councillor John West, ques-
tions were asked if the issue
could even be discussed as the
entire council was necessary to
make changes

The town solicitor said the
Municipal Act requires a two-
thirds vote of members in atten-
dance at a duly constituted
meeting and stipulating the
entire council was beyond
council's authority.

Councillor Damir Vrancic
defended the wording of the
motion as it was done for valid
reasons such as sending a
message to future councils of
the legacy they had in trust for
the people of Aurora.

Councillor Nigel Kean point-
ed out that in accordance with
the Municipal Act, with a quo-

rum of five, only three mem-
bers of council could authorize
re-allocation of the Hydro funds
and he couldn't support that.

It was finally agreed to
adopt a Vrancic amendment
that if a member of council was
absent for up to three months,
two-thirds of eight members
could make the decision.

Carolin Grandin was the
delegate who repeated the
request of residents that pro-
ceeds from the hydro invest-
ment fund be used to acquire
the 7.8 acre Henderson prop-
erty.

Her presentation and a peti-
tion signed by 80 homeowners
was received by council prior to
the long debate as to the use of
the funds.

Aurora mayor now
a full-time position

The question of a full-
time mayor for Aurora
may be finally solved
although the Municipal
Act is silent on the ques-
tion as to whether the
head of council should be
full or part time.

Council endorsed the
concept Tuesday night
following a recommenda-
tion from its general com-
mittee a week earlier.

It was never an issue
until the advent of region-
al government in 1971.

Until that time the
mayor was usually a local
businessman, who was
readily available if
required.

There was some ques-
tion in 1969 when
Councillor Dick
Illingworth defeated vet-
eran politician and long-
time Mayor Clarence
Davis, as Illingworth
worked at Queen's Park
in Toronto, but it never
became a major issue.

But in May, 1970, with
the coming of regional
government and the addi-
tional responsibilities for
elected members of
council, plus requiring
the mayor to sit on
regional council, the
question of the need for a
full-time mayor was
raised.

It was suggested that
the position of head of
council could no longer
be considered a hobby or
a part-time position, as it
would not be possible to
govern the local munici-
pality and at the same
time assist in the govern-
ing of the region, while
carrying on a normal job.

It was also suggested
that before nominations
were called action be
taken to provide an ade-
quate salary to permit the
mayor to devote full-time
to the duties of office, but
none was taken.

Over the years
Councillors John West
has argued that Mayor of
Aurora should be a full

time position without suc-
cess, but this latest
attempt has gained coun-
cil approval, although
Councillor West was not
in attendance for the
debate.

At a previous meeting
Councillor West had sub-
mitted a Notice of Motion
regarding the office of
Mayor.

As he was not in atten-
dance at the general
committee, Councillor
Nigel Kean recommend-
ed the motion be
deferred until Councillor
West was in attendance.

Mayor Tim Jones said
that he had talked to
Councillor West on the
phone and it was doubtful
he would return to coun-
cil due to his health prob-
lems and moved on the
motion on West's behalf.

The motion pointed
out that the Mayor was
the signing officer with
respect to bylaws and
legal documents and was
expected to be access-
able in person and by
phone and e-mail com-
munication with resi-
dents.

The mayor may also
sit as an ex-officio mem-
ber of council committees
and boards and is recog-
nized for time required to
fulfill these duties for the
town at a salary of
$48,500, health benefits,
automobile stipend and
participation in the
OMERS pension plan.

The mayor also repre-
sents the town at region-
al council and sits on
regional committees and
at other GTA groups and
is recognized for the time
required for duties at the
region with an additional
$43,500 and participation
in the OMERS pension
plan.

West recommended
that the position of Mayor
for the Town of Aurora be
recognized as a full time
position with the expecta-
tion that anyone filling
this position be commit-
ted to this position only
and no other full time or
significant employment
responsibility.

Councillor Nigel Kean
noted that the timing of
the resolution was amaz-
ing and he supported it
and if elected, he said he
would be a full time
mayor.

In response to a ques-

tion as to the legality of
the resolution, the town
solicitor quoted from the
Municipal Act and pointed
out there was no require-
ment in the Act for a
mayor to be full time.

Mayor Jones noted
that the Code of Ethics
had not been included in
the Act and council had
adopted it.

In spite of the provi-
sions of the Municipal Act
and the lack of enforce-
ability the committee
adopted the resolution.

Council was expected
to endorse it this week.

Golf tournament

A volunteer organizing
committee, led by Aurora resi-
dent Susan Chant and co-
chaired by Brenda
Andrachuk, worked for
months and months planning
an event that saw $127,000
raised for the proposed
Regional Cancer Centre at
Southlake Regional Health

CYFS response time
improving, chief says
Fire Chief John

Molyneaux appeared
before the general commit-
tee recently to present his
annual report for 2005 fol-
lowing four full years of the
Central York Fire Service in
the Towns of Aurora and
Newmarket.

With a total compliment
of 119 the fire service is
divided into four branches;
suppression, prevention,
training and administration.

The suppression branch
responded to 4,184 calls,
including 293 fires, 906
false alarms, 560 public
hazards, 1,701 medical
calls with 1,542 calls in
Aurora and 2,556 in
Newmarket.

There were no fire fatali-
ties during the year.

Total dollar fire loss for
calls of $20,000 or more
totalled about $2 million or
82.4 per cent in Newmarket
and less than $500,000 or
17.5 per cent in Aurora.

Average response time
standard across the
province is six minutes from
the time of call to arrival on
the scene.

During 2005 the average
response time in Aurora
was 5 minutes, 18 seconds
compared with 5.37 in 2004
and 6.00 in 2003 and in
Newmarket 5.29 compared
with 6.22 and 6.16.

The fire prevention
branch conducted a total of
633 inspections and
reviewed and approved 163
fire safety plans.

Stations tours were
arranged for 1,239 children.

Two community college

students were hired during
the summer to operate the
smoke alarm program with
assistance from local spon-
sors.

They visited 499 homes,
installed 156 smoke alarms
and replaced 176 smoke
alarm batteries without
charge.

Donations, such as
bunker gear, boots, hel-
mets, gloves, fire trucks,
ladders and fire related
items are shipped from
Toronto to Sierra Leone,
West Africa, when they no
longer meet Canadian
standards

Upcoming projects
include hiring a second
deputy chief, the purchase
of two new fire trucks,
emergency management in

the event of a pandemic
and training for the region
and surrounding municipali-
ties.

In response to a ques-
tion the Chief replied that
the public is invited to
attend meetings of the joint
committee, consisting of

three members from Aurora
and Newmarket councils
who govern the fire service.

Monthly meetings alter-
nate between the two
municipalities.

The Fire Chief's report
was received by the com-
mittee.

Annual report

first developed and
launched its website in
1998 in order to address
the growing need for a
presence on the inter-
net.

Aurora recognized the
development of a web-
site as a means of relay-
ing accurate, up-to-date
and relevant information
to its citizens.

Since the launch of
the website, new stan-
dards, technology, soft-
ware and design fea-
tures were introduced
and although the website
was providing informa-
tion, it was deemed to be
outdated.

In December, 2004,

council approved in prin-
ciple a website redevel-
opment strategy and
funds were included in
the 2005 budget for
Phase I of the project
with other phases sched-
uled to take place in
2006 and 2007.

A n  E x p r e s s i o n  o f
I n t e r e s t  w a s  i s s u e d  
w i t h  2 7  s u b m i s s i o n s
received.

This was short listed
to six companies who
were invited to submit a
Request for Proposal.

The selection commit-
tee recommended the
firm of Protocol IS at a
cost of $89,430 and with
the deferment of the
value-added functionali-

ty to a later stage the
price was brought down
to $68,130 which was
approved by council.

Last week, Susan
Sellers, Web and
C o m m u n i c a t i o n s
Specialist for the town,
made a presentation to
council on Phase I of the
updated website, which
she said was more mod-
ern-looking and mean-
ingful.

In addit ion to the
Home Page, information
was available on special
events, hot topics, fea-
tured news stor ies,
municipal elections, resi-
dent services and a cal-
endar.

She said more than

16,000 people visited
the site since last year
and the new site wil l
enable town staff to fine
tune the information.

Her presentation was
received by council as
information and the new
website is now opera-
tional.

RUMOURS AND RAMBLINGS

Aurora to the rescue
In 1972, David Priestley of Aurora went to the rescue of a

CNR freight train bound from Capreol to Toronto when it ran out
of fuel between Newmarket and Aurora.

York Regional Police called Priestly just after midnight to help
out.

He managed to pour 700 gallons of fuel oil into the train's dry
tank and it arrived in Toronto safely.

SPEED ENFORCEMENT IN AURORA

Back in October, 2001, members of the Traffic Services
Advisory Board expressed concern about the number of citizen
requests for more stop signs, speed humps and lower speed to
control speeding on residential streets.

It was suggested that the Director of the Public Works

CELEBRATING THE TWELFTH

July 12th this year passed with hardly a notice in the press.
But it was much different in the old days when the Orange

parade in Toronto was held to commemorate the Battle of the
Boyne.

In those days the Twelfth was celebrated with more enthusi-
asm than July First and shared honours with May 24.

It provided one of the largest and most colourful parades of
the year with King Billy leading it on his white horse.

Auroran writer Dick Illingworth recalls that at that time almost
every Orange Lodge had its own fife and drum band.

As a young teenager he joined one of the bands with his
bother.

They both started out on the flute and his brother, Jack, was
a natural and mastered the instrument with ease, but Dick was
downgraded to the triangle and marched merrily with the band
going "ding-ding" hopefully in time with the music.

He recalls a parade around 1929 when the band travelled by

radial car to Richmond Hill for the parade, were treated to lunch
at the hotel like professionals and marched proudly along Yonge
Street.

He also recalls he later wrote a column about the experience
and was criticized for offending the Catholic community of
Aurora.

GOOD SAMARITANS 

The gift was bigger than the recipient but that didn't matter to
Kevin Wright and Jane Black of Aurora.

In February, 2001, they learned of the plight of seven-year-old
Shane Fenner, the son of Kim and Stu Fenner, both employees
of Canada Law Book, and decided to do something about it.

With the help of salespeople at The Bay in Upper Canada
Mall they arranged transportation of a six foot white bear to
Shane's bedside at Toronto's Children's hospital.

Shane was suffering from Down's Syndrome and had also
been diagnosed with leukemia.

ANOTHER GOOD SAMARITAN 

During the summer of 1969, 19-year-old Cheryl Lester of
Aurora was driving past the Orange and True Blue Home on
Yonge Street in Richmond Hill when it was used as an orphan-
age and wondered if the 60 kids ever got a chance to romp and
play, so she decided to do something about it.

She mentioned the idea of a hay ride for the kids to a few of
her friends and the wheels started to turn.

Ewart Jennings, a friend, who owned a farm south of Aurora
on Bathurst Street, supplied the wagon and the hay and his farm
was used for the ride.

Five Aurora car dealerships were contacted and they agreed
to provide cars to transport the kids from the home to the farm.
Following the ride, there was a wiener roast over a fire with the
wieners mounted on sticks.

After receiving thanks from home officials, Cheryl and her
friends headed home faced with the chore of picking strands of
hay from their hair and clothing.

Auroran editor Ron Wallace was on that hay ride.
