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Horse

Aurora’s historic Horse Show is
in trouble.

After 85 years of operation, the
annual horse show, now accom-
panied with a fair, is in danger of
shutting down permanently.

And the blame seems to be
aimed mostly at the provincial
government.

New rulings about how money
raised from bingos can be spent
will hurt the operation.

As a result, the Aurora
Agricultural Society, the non-profit
group which organizes and oper-
ates the fair and horse show on
the second weekend in June each
year, is organizing a public meet-
ing to decide the fair’s fate.

The meeting will be held
Wednesday, Nov. 22, at the
Aurora Legion on Industrial
Parkway North.

New provincial regulations,
plus a smoking ban, are hurting
the revenues.

“This past year, due partly to
the non-smoking rule, attendance
at the bingo has dropped,” Sue
Young, who serves as secretary,
treasurer and manager for the
society, said. “Last summer, the
attendance really went down. Our
proceeds from bingo this year will

be about half what they usually
are, maybe less.”

She also listed a decline in
sponsorship money and fewer vol-
unteers available as other rea-
sons why the horse show is in
jeopardy.

But the biggest problem, she
said, is a change of rules set
down by the Alcohol and Gaming
Commission of Ontario (AGCO).

“They decided last year there
were only so many parts of the fair
that we could spend our bingo
proceeds on. We managed for the
2006 fair to follow their guide-
lines,” she said. “However, after a
recent meeting at the Town Hall
with Town employees and the
AGCO, we were told by the
AGCO, that the hingo funds can
only be used for youth activities
such as a 4H club donation. If we
would like to run a 4H club, or
donate our bingo funds to a 4H
club or another youth group, that
is fine, but to spend the money to
put on the fair is a no-no.”

Mayor Tim Jones, also out-
raged at the ruling, said it's a
shame the event is in trouble
“when it's not their fault”.

“This is a provincial ruling, and
the horse show will suffer from it,”

Discussion among the three may-
oralty candidates has been relatively
friendly during the first two all-candi-
dates nights but last Wednesday the
knives came out.

wo years ago,
Councnlor Nigel Kean said
people were complaining
about a whistle caused by a
small freight train that trav-
elled through Aurora in the
middle of the night.

Later that year, council
authorized staff to formerly
initiate the procedure to ask
CNR to eliminate train
whistling at the Engelhard
Drive and Centre Street
crossings and that $15,000
be authorized for the
required safety audits.

Magna
WINS case

The Ontario Superior
Court of Justice has rejected
all claims of a minority share-
holder that Magna's Ml
Developments illegally ran
roughshod over the rights of
investors in its pursuit of race
track ventures by Magna
Entertainment.

Mr. Justice Jack Ground
ruled that Greenlight Capital,
a New York-based investment
firm did not prove the numer-
ous allegations of oppressive
conduct by Aurora’s Frank

Stronach and the Ml
Development board  of
directors.

The judge, after 15 days of
hearings and submissions
last year and this, said evi-
dence did not support
Greenlight's charge that Ml
Developments  improperly
steered millions of dollars into
risky horse racing ventures at
the expense of the minority
shareholders.

The solicitor representing
Magna argued Greenlight
knew exactly what it was get-
ting into when it bought
almost $100 million in Ml
Development shares in 2003,
while solicitors for Greenlight
argued they believed MI
Developments was mainly a
real estate company.

The Judge also said the
evidence did not support a
contention that Ml
Developments had been
diverted from its core real
estate business and had
diverted its financial
resources to the horse racing
and gambling business of
Magna Entertainment.

It was last December
when Greenlight took the firm
and six company officials to
court after the board of direc-
tors voted against
Greenlight's proposal of its
stake in money-losing Magna
Entertainment.

It was reported that a
majority of board members
supported the idea, but were
overruled by Mr. Stronach
who used his Class B multiple
voting shares to defeat the
proposal.

The Judge ruled he was
not aware of any evidence
that Mr. Stronach improperly
influenced the board transac-
tions.

A spokesman for Ml
Developments said he hoped
the court decision would put
the matter behind them so the
firm could focus on its
real estate business and
investment in Magna
Entertainment.

was asked to eliminate the
noise at the Wellington
Street and St. John's
Sideroad crossings. Funds
were authorized for safety
audits at the crossings, and
staff asked to report when
results were available.

It all started in March,
2004, when an anti-whistle
group of citizens formed.

But it wasn't the first time
citizens had called for the
elimination of train whistles
at night.

In 1990, citizens com-
plained as they had been
doing for several years
before about the long, stri-
dent blasts of the whistle.

Town staff advised that
engineers are required to
follow a detailed set of
instructions, approved by
Transport Canada, as to
when a whistle must be
sounded and the whistling

sequence that must be
used.
The Canadian Ralil

Operating Rules specify

that all trains must sound
their whistle one quarter of
a mile before all public
crossings, regardless of the
type of crossing warning
system in place and the
whistle must be sounded
until the train has fully occu-
pied the crossing.

After passing a bylaw to
eliminate whistling by the
municipality, the railway
authority requires Transport
Canada to approve the
request.

In June, 2005, staff
reported on the results of
the safety audit which iden-
tified a number of trespass
locations, especially in the
location of the Engelhard
Drive crossing.

GO Transit expressed
concern about trails across
the tracks and asked the
cooperation of the town in
making the public aware of
the danger.

York Region officials
said they weren't entirely
satisfied with the possible

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elimination of whistling at
the Wellington Street cross-
ing and further discussion
was required.

The question of legal lia-
bility was still under investi-
gation and a report was to
be submitted when the
investigation was complete.

Since then gates across
St. John's Sideroad were
installed as part of the con-
struction project and GO
Transit installed similar
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Traln continues to blow Its whistle

gates at Centre Street and
Engelhard Drive.

Although GO Transit paid
for the installation of the
gates, the agreement
between GO and the town
calls for the town to assume
the ongoing maintenance
costs estimated at $7,500
per year.

The report was received
and staff was directed to
continue to work towards
resolution of issues related

to the elimination of train
whistling.

In September, a report
on pending items prepared
by staff notes that the liabil-
ity insurance information is
still outstanding.

It is not likely the infor-
mation will be received in
time for the current council
to take any action, so that it
will be up to the incoming
council to decide what
action to take.

Mayor’'s presence
JinX at most openings

The official opening of stores
Is a function a mayor carries out;
Such action can be a bad omen
ASs future success could be in doubt!
- Poor Richard's Scrapbook

The mayor of a municipality is often
asked to cut the ribbon for the official open-
ing of a new store.

Based on my personal experience over
the years, | now wonder why store owners
extend the invitation as it could be a bad
omen.

Looking back at the many stores and
businesses | was asked to officially open
when | was mayor, it turned out that | jinxed
many of the stores as they later went out of
business.

In June, 1969, with the assistance of
three young ladies, a car and a gas pump, |
participated in the official opening of Tom
Waugh's Shell station at the corner of
Ransom and Yonge Streets.

The young ladies were Janice White,
Janie Case and Sheila Doyle.

The station has long since closed and
part of it was converted into an animal hos-
pital.

The same year, | officially opened the A
& W Drive-in the intersection of Brookland
Avenue and Yonge Street.

Patrons drove in and parked, flicked their
lights and a waitress came out to take their
order.

When your order was ready, the waitress
brought it out on a tray that clipped onto the
car door so that you and your family could
eat in the comfort of your car, listening to
your own radio.

It was a very popular spot but for some
reason or other, it closed, the building was
demolished and a commercial plaza
constructed where the Wimpy's Diner is
located today.

In 1971, | had the pleasure of officially
opening the Metropolitan Store in the
Aurora Shopping Centre and at the time it
was the largest Met Store between Toronto
and Barrie.

Now it is Business Depot.

In November, 1982, | participated in the

grand opening of Isobel Edwards'
Collector's Collectables in St. Andrew's
Village.

It was one of the first stores to open in
the unique shopping centre but after a few

years it ceased to exist.

Wool 'N Things Boutique was next on
the list.

The official opening took place in
September, 1984, and it has long gone.

About the same time | officially opened
the new Shoppers Drug Mart on Yonge
Street South, along with store officials
including Merchandise Manager Gaye
Ashton, Vice President Brian Ralph,
Executive Vice President Herb Binder,
Associate Manager Tom Gagarin and
President of Shoppers Drug Mart David
Bloom.

The store is one of the few survivors.

This one was not entirely a loss as in
March, 1985, | helped Ron Wallace and the
late Rosemary Schumaker cut the cake at
the pre-opening party of the R & R Book
Bar in the Aurora Shopping Centre.

The Book Bar closed but re-opened as
R & R Revisited on Mary Street, five
years ago.

One of my few success stories was in
May, 1985, when along with several store
officials including store manager John
Dalesandro, | opened the No Frills store in
the Aurora Shopping Centre.

The store is still operating and an expan-
sion is under way.

| participated in another store opening in
September, 1985, when Camden Carpets
opened its doors and along with Paul
Baylis, Greg Holy and Sandra Clarkson, |
cut the ribbon and placed a jinx on the store
as it later closed.

There were other openings with more
failures than successes although Not Just
Cards retail store is still in operation in the
Aurora Shopping Centre.

About the only one | can really brag
about is the Newmarket Probus Club of
retired and semi-retired professional and
business people.

In 1991, | was invited to be the first guest
speaker to address the newly established
club.

By that time, | no longer held public
office.

Ten years later | was invited back for
their 10th anniversary and was able to tell
the members of my many failures and how
delighted | was that they had broken the
lllingworth jinx and had grown and sur-
vived.

Council qualifies for record book: reader

To the editor,

| suggest that the future
Aurora Council applies on
behalf of the current council
for Guinness World Record
status for a number of initia-
tives and council behaviour.

1) The largest property
tax increase for a small town
(less than 45.000), which
amounted to 50 per cent
over the last five years.

2) World Record for the
widest (12 feet wide plus
another four feet of coloured
pavement) and shortest
bicycle (1 km approximately)
path, which was added when
Vandorf  Sideroad was
widened between Industrial
Parkway and Bayview and

completed this year.

The project cost was
more than $2 million and
included removal of a long
line of mature trees.

It is still not complete
since construction waste,
fencing and between 25 and
30 car tires, which were
dumped last year while con-
struction took place, have
stil not been removed.
Should there not be an
inspection by Town staff that
the work is properly complet-
ed?

Note: There is no pedes-
trian sidewalk along
Industrial Parkway between
Yonge and Vandorf, which
now has a bicycle path on
the south side and a side-

walk on the north side.

Significant number of
employees walk in the early
morning and evening hours
when it is dark from Yonge
on the road or on the grassy
area (impossible in the win-
ter) to factories located along
Industrial and Vandorf. It's an
accident waiting to happen.

The width of the bicycle
path could have been
reduced to six feet and the
money saved could have
been spent for a sidewalk
along Industrial.

3) The spending of
$25,000 by a small town for a
historical study of our old
Town, might be another con-
tender. It could have been
done by the Town’s Historical

Committee most likely for
free.

4) "Dysfunctional" as the
word most used describing
our current council. Another
reason for a record applica-
tion.

Not a week has gone by
when the "D" word hasn't
appeared in The Auroran
describing our council's per-
formance.

5) The potential selling of
six acres of Town-owned
land (mostly treed) along the
Oak Ridge Trail at Vandorf to
a factory for the installation
of a small holding pond
might be another record.

Should it not remain as
part of our park system?
Why six acres for a small

pond?

Another topic, since
Remembrance Day is com-
ing up.

It would have been a
class act if council had

Candidates meeting was impressive

The third of four municipal public campaign events was
held Wednesday night at the Howard Johnson Hotel.

It was an impressive gathering, with more than 250
people in attendance.

Each candidate had a table where the public could meet
them and examine their respective campaign literature.

The three mayoralty candidates then participated in
a public forum.

The event was sponsored by the Aurora Chamber of
Commerce and The Auroran.

| was disappointed there was no direct engagement
allowed among the participants, but event organizers told
me it was set up this way to ensure civility and a sense of
decorum.

Candidates agreed Aurora deserved a second regional
councillor and that the regional chairman should be directly
elected.

All candidates support the use of a ward system.

Mayor Tim Jones said he was not in favour of this until
this term and that he thought there should now be four
wards in Aurora, with two councillors elected per ward.

Phyllis Morris said "there are 18,000 doors to knock on
in Aurora" and it "is too hard for first time candidates to get
elected."

They also agreed municipal boundaries should not be
eliminated and that Aurora should not be amalgamated with
any other municipality.

Nigel Kean said he "had moved to Aurora because of its
small town feel and | want to maintain this."

The 11 questions posed did however expose some
differences among the candidates.

Some of the differences were issue related while others
were based on a perceptible style of leadership.

To the question "Would you reduce services or use cap-
ital reserves to lower the town's taxes", Ms Morris said
taxes are the number one issue in this election. She added
that economic development has not been done well in
Aurora and she would "review everything (in the budget)
annually".

The mayor said he was not in favour of using town
reserves and he disagreed with Ms. Morris that economic
development has not been good in Aurora.

He pointed to Magna and State Farm Insurance as
examples of the town’s success in this regard.

Mr. Kean said the problem was created when Aurora,
albeit a number of years ago "had nine years of zero per
cent tax increases".

He said Aurora department heads should give a "real
list" of priority expenditures to council. He also wants to
ensure that commercial lands cannot be "flipped into resi-
dential' lands for redevelopment purposes.

Another of the differences between the candidates came
to light when asked what they would do with the funds from
the sale of Aurora Hydro to Power Stream - if there were no
restrictions on how the money could be spent.

The mayor said the bulk of the funds should go into a
capital asset program as "we can't depend upon develop-
ment charges" to provide for the upkeep of present facilities.

Ms Morris said the $35 million should be spent on some-
thing "long-lasting and meaningful.”

Mr. Kean said that "we already have a list from the pub-
lic, containing such things as the Youth Centre, the Heritage
Museum and paving roads and we should spend the funds
on these things."

The evening started to get interesting when the question
was brought up regarding the dysfunctional council.

Mr. Kean said "council is an embarrassment to the Town"
and that he would bring his 30 years of business experience

to bear on this matter.

Ms Morris said she had introduced a code of conduct
some time ago but that fellow council members had voted it
down. She said that as mayor, she would ensure that
"everyone's voice is listened to" and she wouldn't play
"favourites at the table".

The mayor stated "we shouldn't need this (code of con-
duct) - we should have the maturity to conduct ourselves in
a mature fashion."

Closing statements also offered a contrast of messages.

Mr. Kean said he was a decisive leader, one "who didn't
wait to see the way the political winds were blowing before
announcing his candidacy".

He added he has lived in Aurora for 19 years and that he
is the one who founded the Aurora Farmers’ Market.

The mayor spoke of his campaign themes of commit-
ment, respect and caring.

He then went on to note his two challengers have con-
tinually tried to embarrass him and that "although they
would not go to the two-day offsite (an orientation retreat
held at the beginning of each council term) they would
spend $10,000 on the naming rights fiasco."

Ms Morris said it "is time for change.” She said that her
leadership style would be inclusive and that she would oper-
ate in an "open and accountable style". She would also re-
introduce a code of ethics for council.

Voting day is next Monday, Nov. 13.

AMBA program In jeopardy,
volunteers urgently needed

Due to a shortage in vol-
unteers Aurora’s minor ball
association (AMBA) is look-
ing for people to fill posi-
tions on its Board of
Executives.

Vacancies include soft-
ball vice-president, softball
directors (all divisions),
softball umpire in chief,
treasurer, registrar, base-

ball vice president, and
Secretary.
According to one

spokesperson, the lack of
volunteers jeopardizes
AMBA programs.

It's the first time in histo-
ry some softball programs
may be in jeopardy due to a
lack of volunteers,” said
Sponsorship Director Carol
Walthers. “The players are
willing, the infrastructure is
there to support them, but
parents and the community
are not.”

She said for the last
three years, the AMBA has
been working on an initia-
tive to encourage participa-
tion in its softball program.

Reduced fees and
implementing Softball
Ontario's "Learn to Play"
program have been suc-
cessful in increasing mem-
bership, she said, and the
efforts of previous execu-
tive members are now com-
ing to fruition.

“The ironic situation is
that those players may not

have softball divisions to
play in next season.”

The spokesperson said
that no volunteers have
come forward in any
capacity for the
2007 softball program.

“Unfortunately, the
AMBA, for the first time,
has to face cutting softball
from its roster,” she said.

Attending York Chamber
Ensemble’s "Key's of Autumn”
concert | expected a soporific
selection of classical pieces in
the gentile atmosphere of
Aurora’s  Trinity  Anglican.
Wrong, dead wrong.

No decision yet on water tower property

For more than 40 years an elevated water tower
was located on a one-acre site in the south part of
Aurora near Davis Road.

It was demolished in 2003.

As the town had owned the property prior to region-
al government, it wanted it back as potential parkland.

In March, 2003, the region agreed to trade the
property for town-owned land south of Aurora Heights
Drive where the town's sewage plant had been locat-
ed for a new water treatment facility.

As the town planned to use the site for parkland or
as a possible site for a Habitat for Humanity home, the
region added a clause to the agreement that the
transfer was conditional in the event the property was
not used for municipal or non-profit purposes.

The town did not agree to this condition and the
exchange was completed in December, 2004.

Council directed staff to investigate potential uses
for the property and provide options to council.

What happened, as a report never came back to
council in open session?

WHERE IS THE KEY?

It was in June, 1981, when Aurora Mayor George
Timpson officially opened Hotel Aurora, now Howard
Johnson Aurora.

As a front door of a hotel should never be locked, it
is traditional at an opening to throw the door key away.

Timpson gently flicked the key into the hotel drive-
way.

That wasn't good enough for hotel manager Jack
Schneider who picked it up and fired it across the
street into an empty field.

Several members of Aurora Council joined hotel
owners Mr. and Mrs. Frank Orsi at the opening as the
Canadian flag was raised in front of the new 98-room,
four-storey building.

Guests were treated to lunch in the bright new
addition to the front of what was the former Upstairs
Lounge.

Next to open was a champagne brunch featuring
jazz musicians resulting in the formation of the Aurora
Brunch Jazz Club with Ron Wallace and Dick
Illingworth as charter members.

The hotel lobby became an art gallery featuring
local artists with Aurora artist Dorothy Clark McClure
being first.

But where is the key?

THE FENCE ON TEMPERANCE STREET

Back in 1969 Aurora Council had to seek a court
injunction to force a Temperance Street resident to
remove a sidewalk and street barrier erected as the
result of a land ownership dispute with the town.

Stephen Kozik owned the property at the crest of
the hill where the street curves downhill in a slight
eastward path. He claimed he owned a triangular
piece of land that covered part of the sidewalk and the
street that was taken over by the town when the road
was reconstructed.

He said the town should either buy the land or stop
trespassing and when no action was taken, he built
the fence on what he claimed was his property.

A check of the records revealed he had purchased
the property from the Nisbet family in 1968 and in
1964 the Nisbet family had deeded the section of the
property in dispute to the town.

But unknown to council members the town solicitor
gave the property back to the Nisbet family prior to
the sale so that legally Mr. Kozik owned the property
and the road and sidewalk had been built on his prop-
erty.

A quick legal settlement was arranged and the
fence came tumbling down ending the Battle of
Temperance Street.

CLEANING AURORA WATERMAINS
Back in October, 1983, a little plastic pig was run-

ning around watermains in the southeast quadrant of
Aurora.

It was forced down a hydrant at one end of the
street to escape at the other end removing the accu-
mulated iron and mineral deposits in the mains to
reduce problems with water discoloration in that sec-
tion of the town.

All residents in the area were notified of the flush-
ing with service disruption lasting about half a day.
They were also notified when the mains were in oper-
ation.

Residents were unable to use any water during the
flushing operation and once it was complete, they
were advised to run a cold water tap in the basement
until the water ran clear.

WHERE ARE THE REPORTS?

With just one more council meeting Nov. 28 for the
current council, there are a number of small issues
that should be cleared up at that meeting.

Last June Richard Roylance of Rush Road
appeared before the general committee to express
concern about light trespassing into his rear yard. The
committee recommended that the appropriate staff
personnel report to council.

In July council agreed that the town undertake
negotiations with the region on the outstanding
invoice of $258,676 regarding the construction of the
sidewalk, water and sewer projects on the St. John's
Sideroad.

In September the general committee requested
details of the draft agreement with Frank Stronach
regarding naming rights to the recreation centre be
presented to council in private.

Answers are needed in public session.

Boxes still
proliferate
town streets

After citizen complaints
dating back to about 1969,
the proliferation of newspa-
per vending boxes on
Aurora streets is still a prob-
lem.

Last April Councillor
Nigel Kean gained support
for staff to investigate and
advise what bylaws were in
place to prevent the placing
of newspaper and magazine
vending boxes on Aurora
street corners.

In a report to council
town staff said a check had
been made of other munici-
palities with some reporting
some form of control.

In that report, there were
about 80 to 100 vending
boxes on Aurora streets.

It was noted the
Municipal Act provided
authority for municipalities
to control the placement and
location of newspaper vend-
ing boxes within the munici-
pality and to charge fees.

It was finally agreed staff
would report back with a
draft bylaw to include site
locations and restrictions.

It's too late for the current
council to take any action
and the problem remains.

To respond to the photos and issues in last week’s Auroran, here’s my view:

Downtown Parking

My survey of downtown, from Aurora Heights
to Murray Drive, would result in one major
change: the purchase of the old arena site
(just north of Park Place Manor). The pur-
chase would create additional parking. |
would also suggest we place a half-hour time
limit on cars using the lower parking area at

the library
and a one-hour time limit in a section of the
upper lot.

Old Fire Hall
and Old Library

The old fire hall and library must be saved
from demolition. Space is needed for clubs,
daycare, youth drop-in centre, Hot Spot Youth
Club and other users. Let's set up a commit-
tee to review all proposals and negotiate a
long term possible lease and cost to reno-
vate. In order to keep our two community
buildings, Victoria Street parking must be
revamped to create 50 new parking spaces. |
know how to do that, too. See map below.

Trees

Tree planting has been a top priority in
Aurora since | set up the program 30 years
ago. We now face two problems: some trees
planted 30 years ago are showing signs of
decline and die back. These trees will need
replacing over the next few years. If elected, |
will set up a meeting with Jim Tree to review
our curent program and make recommenda-
tions to council for their approval to expand
the tree planting program.

New Parks

What is the hold up with Stewart Burnett
Park? Is it the same red tape and line fence
that prevented building the third and free ice
surface at the new complex? The free ice sur-
face would have made way for the Leisure
Complex to become one of the largest fithess
centres north of Toronto and possibly the only
centre to boast two running tracks. | will work
to get soccer and ball plans off the drawing
board to constructing stage.

Soccer Fields

Land from developers and the cost to pur-
chase park areas will not keep pace with
future needs in Aurora. Introduction of a pro-
gram of installing artificial turf will double and
triple the use of playing areas. Artificial turf is
far cheaper than buying and constructing
play areas. Now is the perfect time to
approach Dr. G.W. Williams Secondary
School and work and fundraise with them,
with the building of their new school, to devel-
op a field with artificial turf and lighting to be
available to all residents of Aurora beyond
the Town's recently-enforced no field use
date of September 30. This field could be
managed by Williams staff and permitted out.

Seniors' Centre

| learned from the chairperson of New
Membership, that in the not too distant future
seniors’ membership will reach 2,000. At that

time an addition must be planned. Expansion
should include a larger ball room, a needed
stage and dressing rooms. The balance of the
new addition will be part of future needs and
planned at that time. Money should be set
aside now for future expansion.

Your Hydro Building

When spring comes, an meeting should be
held for those interested to inspect and submit
proposals for part or all of the building. If there
is not a viable proposal to keep and operate
this building as a town-owned structure, a For
Sale sign should be placed on the property.

The New Library Building

Your library building lot is sitting on a swamp,
the true depths not known. This, along with
vibrations from heavy trucks and buses and
fluctuations in the water table, could again
cause settling. This must be monitored contin-
uously and if any movement is detected in the
future, engineers must be brought in to assess
and make recommendations for correction the
problem.

Aurora Town Hall

An engineering study must take place to
assess why this structure is settling and mov-
ing down the hill, causing cracks and splitting.
Action must take place and damaged areas
repaired.

How Do We Finance?

The projects listed, other than the two capital
projects: Administrative and Library Building
will enhance the whole downtown. The sav-
ing of the two community buildings and addi-
tion of 50 parking spaces will improve our
downtown core and create a major improve-
ment for recreation, the museum, the new
library and Sunday parking. | believe this
project is so important, it should be placed
on the agenda of our new council for imme-
diate action. Your council sold your Aurora
Hydro for $35,000,000 plus the $2,000,000
working reserve and holds $37,000,000 of
your money. The entire project could be paid
for using part of your $37,000,000 and in no
way impact your ever-increasing tax bill.

Library Square parking

Yes, you're seeing correctly. The Lions’ Hall
at Mosley and Victoria, is gone.
